Abstract

With decentralization reform, the interests-subjects of local governments
are more and more obvious. The interests-driven competition between local
governments helped for economic increastment before, but now due to lack of
relevant restriction results in obvious disadvantages. On the base of present
instution analysis, finding out the reasons, trans-boundary governance is
therefore suggested to rise above those disadvantages, which will break
through the rigid limitation of administrative division efficiently so as to
reduce the cost due to competition and make better the interests of each of
local governments. The trans-boundary governance has won initial success in
practice. So, it is necessary for extending the trans-boundary governance to
{rame the instutional administration, i. e., perfecting competition arbitration
institution,  encouraging innovative behaviours, improving learning
mechanism, strengthening transprovicial governance arrangement. The thesis
can be divided into seven parts.
