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INTRODUCTION FROM VISA CHINA

We have determined three key focus areas for Visa’s financial education programs
in China : young people, migrant workers, and the rural population. To meet the needs
of these three disparate groups, we launched the Visa Financial Literacy Development
Alliance in China, and will work with partners to develop local programs that meet
the challenges of delivering financial education to a country that is as culturally and
geographically diverse as China.

In 2012, we supported Better Education to survey 40,000 people in nine cities about
financial education issues-and today we are glad to see the launch of the findings—
2012 China Youth Financial Literacy Survey Blue Paper. We will work with Better
Education to develop financial education programs that meet the needs of young people
as identified by the survey.

We would also like to invite government departments, Chinese financial institutions,
universities, responsible employers and NGOs to join us in the Visa Financial Literacy
Development Alliance. This is an excellent opportunity to join forces to help educate
millions of people in China, and we look forward to working together to make a real

difference in their financial futures.
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EDITOR’S NOTE

Since the reform and opening up, China’s rapid economic development, people’s living
standards significantly improved.The per capita disposable income of urban residents in
China increased from 343 Yuan in 1978 to 21,810 Yuan in 2011, an increase of 63.5 times;
per capita net income of farmers increased from 135.8 Yuan in 1978 to 6,977 Yuan in 2011,
an increase of 51.3 times. Along with people in the hands of disposable income increases,
more and more children in the hands of disposable money, helping them to form the correct
financial awareness, to understand the necessary financial knowledge is increasingly
becoming the issue of young people’s basic ability.

In recent years, more and more people begin to pay attention to the financial education of
young people, the commercial and financial training camp, financial education curriculums
developed by the relevant government departments, financial institutions launched the
children’s financial education activities are endless. However, to do the work of financial
education in the popularity of domestic adolescents, it’s not sufficient by finding some
professionals from the financial dictionary term to do a good job glossary, or superficially
like a one-time event, or only a simple translation from abroad.
