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The First Nomination Exhibition of Fine Works by Famous Contemporary Calligraphers was successfully held
at the National Art Museum of China from November | to November 20 in 2005. The Second Nomination
Exhibition of Fine Works by Famous Contemporary Calligraphers was on display as scheduled two years later.
In the past several years, a large number of talents have emerged and made great contributions to developing
China’s calligraphic art. These years represent an important stage in calligraphic history. We are a new force in
calligraphic development and have been conscientiously involved in the process with the backing of exhibitions
and have pioneered in our works through the First Nomination Exhibition. We have also taken various social
elements into consideration and tried to promote in-depth probes of issues regarding the healthy development of
calligraphy.

The Second Nomination Exhibition has received enthusiastic responses from numerous calligraphers since it
began, attracting 418 pieces of work from all over the country. Of these, 144 pieces by 36 different calligraphers
have been on display in the exhibition. Middle-aged and young calligraphers make up a large proportion of the
display: 17 artists were born in the 1940s or the 1950s accounting for 47%, 17 were born in the 1960s taking up
47% and two others were born in the 1970s accounting for 6 %. This exhibition aims to reflect current status of
calligraphy at the First Nomination Exhibition does.

The First Nomination Exhibition has provided precious experience and helped the Second Nomination
Exhibition receive more support in calligraphic circles. It is expected to improve and enrich its substance,
that is, “collecting wisdom and achievements of talents and revealing overall development in China’s modern
calligraphic art”. The National Art Museum of China sponsors it and invites three domestic museums as
exhibition venues. The Second Nomination Exhibition will give the integrated advantages of museum systems
full attention in order to establish the academic system for calligraphic art and promote the healthy development
of the calligraphic cause.

Collection of the Second Nomination Exhibition of Fine Works by Famous Contemporary Calligraphers is the
extension of the exhibition as well as the affirmation for the participants. This book can provide readers both
information and entertainment. The book will help spread wisdom from all walks of life. analyze what confuses
us, handle our thoughts, and reveal our destinies. We hope to provide references to calligraphic research as
well as precious academic materials in such work as exhibition, collection, public education and international
exchanges, and promote the healthy development of the calligraphic cause.
