Abstract

In 2012, Beijing mainly focused on the strategy of innovation-driven
development and orchestrating construction of new industrialization, urbanization,
information and agricultural modernization. Since the successful beginning of the
Twelfth Five-year plan, urban-rural integration in Beijing continues to proceed and
lays a solid foundation as a pioneer for the formation of a nationwide urban-rural
integration.

The regional total output value and the added value of agriculture in Beijing is
1780. 1 and 15. 03 billion yuan respectively, increased by 7.7% and 3.2% in 2012
compared to that of 2011. The investment in the primary industry is higher than the
secondary and tertiary industries. What’s more, the healthy development of the
economy has paved the way for further orchestration of urban-rural integration, as
well as enlarged investment in rural area and agricultural development. After
deducting the price factor, the net income of Beijing rural residents averages 16476
yuan, increased by 8.2% , the growth rate of which surpasses urban residents for the
fourth year. As for rural economy, Beijing has launched many programs of
significance to speed up agricultural demonstration base construction. Funds, assets
and resources organized by rural collective economy (rural “three zi” ) is supervised
and managed to normalization, pacing hand in hand with the reinforcement of
collective economy. Mountainous ecological management is highly effective to be the
pusher of the economic development in Beijing mountainous area. With respect to
the environment, the Beijing Municipal Bureau of Landscape and Forestry vigorously
implements afforestation on million-mu plains, with forest coverage reaching
38. 6% . Beijing also positively and rapidly reacts to catastrophes like 7. 21 torrential
rains, and triumphantly carries out reconstruction works. In the domain of
comprehensive reform, the administration has striven hard to generally complete the
50 key-villages reform in Beijing rural-urban continuum. And at the same time, by

practicing pilot construction for new rural community, Beijing is exploring a new
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way of co-developing urbanization and new rural area. In order to accelerate to
bridge the infrastructure gap between urban and rural area, a total of 21.3 billion
yuan was invested, Beijing accomplishing the project “5 +3” for new rural area
successfully. For social security, heightened level of financing rural medical service
and the expanded range of medical security is obvious. And multiple measures
ensured the whole coverage in some areas and standardized unification in others,
making Beijing the first in China to realize the comprehensive orchestration of
endowment insurance and the overall popularization of systems’ coverage.

However, what limits the interaction and benign circulation between urban and
rural areas are some shortcomings of urbanization. First, demands for investment in
urban infrastructure are tremendous, especially funds for production; Second, even
though the speed of rural income surpasses that of urban, the absolute income gap
remains significant, and the efforts to narrow the gap continue to be a crux; Third,
the accumulated human capital is deficient and the destruction of rural ecology
continues to worsen; Fourth, the inequality in convenience and accessibility of
public services, such as medical care, financial services and obligatory education
products, still plays an important role. All these drawbacks call for more concern and
effective solutions. Looking forward to Beijing urban-rural integration, non-pilots
ought to enjoy as much improved reform as the former pilot areas. And for the arrival
of hard time of comprehensive reform in rural area, more innovation in urban-rural
integration is in demand, as well as the consistency of policies. To achieve this goal,
Beijing should strive to motivate farmers to actively participate in the steady new
construction of rural information, urbanization, informationization and agricultural

modernization.
