In recent years, the focus of discussiens in local records culture research have been mainly oriented around the cultural
attributes of local records seen from the perspective of culture in the broader sense, the cultural functions of local records
seen from the angle of soft power, and the exploration and utilization of local records culture seen from the vision of innova-
tive thinking. The development of local records culture should take local records and yearbook compilation as the main oper-
ation, and launch more and more diversified local records cultural products of fine quality in a rapid manner. The develop-
ment of local records culture should take reform and innovation as the driving force, and push forward the construction of lo-
cal records culture in an all - dimensional way. The development of local records culture should facilitate development on

the basis of reform, and strengthen foreign cultural exchanges in the local records circle.

On Political Culture and Pan — Politicization of Local Records -::-:cxqreeveeeseeee Wang Hui (28)

The core value of local records is as a reference for policy -~ making. Old local records are records to keep places in the
country in order, and a way to meet the demands of political culture for the kingdom to govern different places. Local re-
cords are a political cultural phenomenon between politics and culture. New local records must reflect the core values of so-
cialism, stick to the correct direction of political culture, stick to the historical views of Marxism, uphold patriotism and
spirits of the age, set up the socialist views on glory and disgrace, stick to the “two fors” direction and “twin hundreds”
guiding principles of culture, integrate local records work into the construction of the cultural cause for public goods, set up
and prefect the inheritance system of local records culture.

The position of a general introduction in local records is very important. It is not only a “window” and “tour map” of

local records, but also an integral part of new local records, being the “abstract” and “key points” of local records. But
writing a general introduction is fairly difficult, and a great cause of concem for the local records compilers at large. In writ-
ing a general introduction, the principles of recording should be well handled, the ways of displaying for general introduc-

tions recording should e flexibly employed, and problems of lack of height, missing items in contents, lack of characteris-

tics, too many comments and outlocks, and coarse texts should all be well solved.

Tourism is a burgeoning industry. Tourism records should look for development patterns of the tourism industry from
changes. Apart from recordings of tourism scenic spots, tourism market, tourism products, and tourism promotional activi-
ties should also become important points to be recorded. Meanwhile, on the premise of guaranteeing the styles of the local
records, interests and readability should also be improved. It is only by these practices that the characteristics of tourism re-
cords can be highlighted, so as to fully reflect the tourism industry of a certain place, making the local records appealing to

certain readers and tourists and enlarging the scope of usage of the local records.

On the basis of expounding NGOs’ concept, type, current status, and the necessity of recording in sep-
arate sections (chapters), this article pointed out the problems turned up in NGO recordings among second — round local
records and their causes, and discussed the problems that needs to be solved in the compilation of NGO sections ( chapters)
such as important contents and their upper and lower limits, objective recording, overlapping, and the collection of refer-

Comparing notes with reference books,
this article, in an attempt to promote correct usage of related concepts in local records compilation, takes second ~ round
Gaoqing County Records as an example and lists inappropriate usages of concepts from eight areas including unclear limits,
improper arrangements, wanton upgrading, incorrect replacements with synonyms and similar words, interpreting without
real understanding of the original texts, confused divisions, improper usage of big and small concepts, and having the same

title for a section under the same chapter.

In Qing Dynasty, at the same time when certain achievements were made at Hexi Corridor water conservancy develop-
ment, some deficiencies and long — standing malpractices became more and more apparent. These turned up as imperfect
regulations on water conservancy, favoritism and embezzlements by water conservancy officials, breaking of laws and regula-
tions by villains, ineffective enforcement of water conservancy regulations, backward water conservancy techniques, and de-
struction of forests and rarer and rarer water sources. The appearances of so many long — standing malpractices directly af-

fected the development of water conservancy causes in the Hexi Corridor.
