If you’ve already learned a lan-
guage other than English at home, expanding
your knowledge of its vocabulary, grammar,
culture, and literature — at the same time you
are learning English — will also improve your
chances for success in school and in your

More and more businesses work closely with
compandes in other countries.

They need many different kinds of work-
ers who can communicate in different lan-
guages and understand other cultures.

A technician who knows Russian or German,

the head of a company who knows Japanese or

' Spanish, or a salesperson who knows French or

Chinese can work successfully with many more
people and in many more places than someone
who knows only one language.

There are lots of Americans who speak languages
other than English. Nurses, doctors, or police of-
ficers may need to speak more than one lan-
guage to do their jobs well. Hotel managers or
journalists who know English and Spanish or
English and Korean may look much better at
promotion time than people who know only
English. Professionals who know other lan-
guages are called on to travel and exchange in-
formation with people in the United States and
other countries throughout their careers. Know-
ing more than one language enhances oppor-
tunities in government, business, law, medicine
and health care, teaching, technology, the

military, communications, industry, social

service, and marketing. An employer will see
you as a bridge to new clients or customers if
you know a second language. You are also more
likely to win the trust and friendship of people
whose languages you know — even if you know
them just a little.

Tips on Studying a Foreign
Language

Reading Time: 9 minutes

Learning another language is not easy, but most people can learn a
second language IF they are willing to put in the necessary time. Here are
some practical suggestions for studying effectively, overcoming anxiety,
and learning the grammar and skills necessary for success in foreign lan-
guage classes.

1. STUDY EVERY DAY! A foreign language course is different from
any other course you take. Language learning is cumulative (R #29) :
you cannot put it off until the weekend. Study 1 or 2 hours for every
class hour if you want an A or B.

2. DISTRIBUTE YOUR STUDY TIME in 15- to 30-minute periods
throughout the day. Focus on a different task each time: vocabulary
now, grammar next, etc. Get an overview during the first half hour:
spend 10 minutes reviewing dialog, 10 minutes learning new
vocabulary, 10 minutes learning new grammar ... so yow'll at least have
looked at it all. Approximately 80% of your study time should be spent
in recitation or practice, including practice in the language lab.

3. ATTEND AND PARTICIPATE IN EVERY CLASS — even if
you are not well prepared. Class time is your best opportunity to practice.
Learn the grammar and vocabulary outside of class in order to make the
most of class time. Spend a few minutes “warming up” before each
class by speaking or reading the language.
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
