The design of this art museum was driven by the
concept of creating a building that would both
preserve and extend a new park-like setting
along an existing lake while simultaneously
acting as an entrance element in the context
of the campus master plan. The building acts
as a binding element between the urban town
centre and a naturalistic lakeside park.

The building consists of two major elements. The
first element is an exhibition tower, which houses
the museum's permanent art collection, offices
and workshops. The second element is a park-
covered base containing public functions such
as a theme bar, auditorium and temporary
exhibition space. The sloping green roof of the
exhkﬂﬁontowergrowsoutofThelondscope
along the lake and forms an edge along the
main town entrance boulevard while creating
a more intimate and natural setting about the
lakeside.

The new Art Museum building responds to the
highly historical setting.
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The new Art Museum in Nanjing, China lies to
the south of the cultural axis that is Changjiang
Road and north of the “revolution road" that is
Zhongshan East Road.

In planning terms the Museum is a response to
the surroundings that are steeped in history:
An edifice in the south - the Revolution Cube -
adopts the direction of Zhongshan East Road,
while that in the north, the Culture Cube, follows
the course of Changjiang Road. The space in
between the two U-shaped interlaced structures
at angles to each other takes the form of a
canyon-like access area. The main entrance
is located in the northwest and makes a point
facing City Plaza. A second entrance in the
south delineates the other end of the canyon.
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
