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Abstract

With the theme of “To Accelerate the Development of an International Cultural
Metropolis” , Shanghai Cultural Development Report 2013 focuses on the various aspects
of how to build Shanghai into an international cultural metropolis. Laying its
foundation on a thorough understanding of the latest situation of Shanghai culture
development in 2012, this book makes a systematical investigation into the new
experiences and problems emerged in Shanghai’s culture development, forecasts the
future development trend, and thus points out the directions and specific paths which
can be taken in developing Shanghai into an international cultural metropolis. The
book consists of the following parts: general report, theoretical horizon, public
culture, creative culture industry, case studies and an appendix.

General Report reviews Shanghai’s cultural events, phenomena and
achievements in 2012, and makes a systematic elaboration and interpretation of the
theme of this book, analyzing the inner relationship between how to develop
Shanghai into an international cultural metropolis and Shanghai’s strategic goal of
“innovation-driven transformation and development” , and therefore, from a broad
perspective, expounding the connotation and possible measures of developing
Shanghai into an international cultural metropolis. The chapter “ Theoretical
Horizon” covers and analyses several aspects as the morphologic meaning and the
ultimate goal of international cultural metropolis, how to integrate cultural resources,
and how to develop community culture and enhance value orientation. The chapter
“Public Culture” focuses on the latest development of Shanghai’s public culture
service system this year, highlighting themes of the innovation of the service system,
the performance evaluation of public culture service, the reform of Shanghai opera
troupes and the legislative practice of public culture, etc. The chapter “ Creative
Culture Industry” includes not only macroscopic outlook, such as the development
strategy of Shanghai’s culture industry, the analysis of cultural consumption, but views

on specific areas from Teleplay industry to digital publishing industry, artistic

copyright industry, international trade, and so on. Case Studies, based on a large
number of culture development experiences home and abroad, analyses and
summarizes the experiences and thoughts that can be applied in developing Shanghai
into an international cultural metropolis. The cases included in this part derive not
only from Shanghai, such as the development of the public culture service system in
Jiading district, the folk culture activities in Sanling of Pudong district, the cultural
development of new-style communities, etc. , but also from other countries, such as
the public culture service in Korea, film industry development in London, and
experiences of traditional culture protection in Japan. The Appendix continues with

the release of the main data of Shanghai culture development and related studies.
