He Devoted Himself Herat And Soul To The Painting
For A Few Decades, Studying Assiduously The Tradict
ional Technique Of Chinese Art.

In 1976, He Began His Teaching at the Invitation Of
The Art Department In Qu-pu Teachers College, Shan
Tong. In 1980, He Was Admitted As A Graduate Stud-
Ent, Of Chinese Painting To Guangxi Art College, And
