And there were quite a number of mistakes and
omissions among the transcriptions. Therefore, it is necessary to conduct comparative study of the two books to correct his-

torical facts and reveal the contents and value of the two books..

Through analysis of the range of recordings, lower limit of recordings, number of volumes,
signatures of the compilers, guide to usage, total number of entries of the current popular version of Huzhoufu Records of
the Chenghua Pericd, and analysis of the texts of “collection of ceremonies” , “collection of music” , “collection of archer-
y”, and “collection of books” on top of each volumes in the remnant version, it can be concluded that the popular version

of Huzhoufu Records of the Chcnghu.a Period is actually the Huzhoufu Records of the Hongzhi Period.
