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Foreward

Temples are unique components of the traditional Chinese culture. The layout and structure
of temples are largely identical but with minor differences. There are more than one hundred
temples in Beijing, some well preserved and others with only crumbling bricks or a few pieces
of stone tablets left. Remaining Buddhist and Taoist temples and Islamic mosques are scattered
throughout Beijing, yet naturally linked and interdependent in concert with mountains, pines and
cypresses, running water, palaces and halls, pavilions and passages, presenting a rare harmony of
nature and human landscapes with special, tranquil charm, quietly praying for this time-honored
city.
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Shizi Temple
Fangshan District

Located in Chechang village, Zhou Koudian Township in Fangshan District, Beijing, it is
the only comparatively intact Nestorian temple preserved in China.
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Badachu Park (Eight Sites Park)
Shijingshan District

Located in the western suburbs of Beijing, the park is encircled
by Cuiwei Mountain, Lushi Mountain and Pingpo Mountain.
Normally referred to as “Badachu of Xishan Mountain”, it
gets its name from the eight tfemples in the three mountains
(Badachu can be literally translated as “eight greaf places”)
which include Chang’an Temple, Lingguang Temple, Sanshan
Nunnery, Dabei Temple, Longguan Nunnery, Xiangjie Temple,
Baozhu Temple and Zhengguo Temple. Badachu Park is
genuinely a historic, scenic Buddhist temple park with the
eight ancient temples built from late Sui Dynasty (681-618) and
early Tang Dynasty (618-907) through the following dynasties of
Song, Yuan (1206-1368), Ming (1368-1644) and Qing (1644-1911).

Wanfoyanshou Temple
Fengtai District

Located in Dgjin village of Fengtai District, the temple was built in 1572, The
bronze statue of Qianshougianyan Bodhisaftva (thousand-hand thousand-eye
Bodhisattva) of the Ming Dynasty (1368-1644) is the largest and most graceful
remaining bronze Bodhisattva statue.
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Wanfo Temple
Fangshan District

Wanfo Temple is located in the south part of Cijiawu of Fangshan District and was built from 713 to
756. Only a beamless building of the Ming Dynasty (1368-1644) remains affer many renovations and
much damage over the past many years.
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Wanshouxinglong Temple

Xicheng District
It is located along Beichangjie Street of Xicheng District.
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
