The picture-story book' Bangjin Meiduo' was created
by Han Shuli in 1982 .and won the1984 'Bangjin
Meiduo'gold prize at the 6th National Art Exhibition (Beijing,
China) , the Special Honour Prize at the 1st International
Picture-story book Art Festival(Swsitzerland) .

In 1985 the picture-story book was adapted for animated
film of the same title production by Shanghai Cartoon
Film Studio (Shanghai,China) .
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
