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Abstract

Research on Zhang Ding’s Art Design Thought is formed by five major
parts.

Clued on Zhang Ding’s art accomplishments, Zhang Ding's Biography
introduce his art design activities overall chronologically and separately from
four respects as follows: patriotic professional artist; designer serve proletar -

1an revolution; art design educator and education administrator with pioneering
spirit; “big artist” and “big designer”.

Basing on specialized fields of art design, Zhang Ding’s Art Design Ac -
tivity probes into Zhang Ding's art design activities. This chapter divides his
works mnto three main classes such as visual communication design; product
design and environmental design and each of these are subdivided. Giving
detailed analysis of these works, it also sums up the style of his works in dif -
ferent kinds of design field and concludes his creation discipline of design.

Zhang Ding's Art Design Education Activity includes contents of two
respects. Firstly, it chronologically introduces his teaching and management
activities m the art design education. Secondly, probe nto his influence and
contribution to China's art design education by the historical fact and con -
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clude three respects as setting up tradition-directed, folk art-directed, life-di -
rected and practice-directed art design educational policy; founding decoration
school and promoting further mvestigation with the beauty form; rejuvenating
the Chmese mural pamnting and driving a national mural pamting campaign.

Research on Zhang Ding’s Art Design Thought analysis Zhang Ding's
opinions and theories of China's art design and China’s art design education,
and summarize and classify Zhang Ding's art design thought from seven as -
pects as follows: concerning about the fate of human beings; sourcing from the
life and facing to the life; building the China’s style of art design; rooting in the
China’s folk art; decorating to represent the ideals; making good use of sci -
ence and technology; personal character deciding the art style. Combining the
background, this chapter also traces back Zhang Ding's ideological roots
from both ideology and artistic respects and emphasize such impacts on his
philosophy of art design as Specific historical background, Lu Xun who is a
leader of the Chma’s cultural revolution, Zhang Guanglv who is a famous
decorative artist, Picasso who is a representative of modern western artists,
Qi Baishi and Huang Binhong who are representatives of the China’s con -
temporary art master, and Chinese folk art.

Contemporary Enlightenment from Zhang Ding's Art Design Thought,
the last chapter, combining the current situation in the field of China’s art de -
sign education, probe into the value of Zhang Ding’s art design thought and
the reference meaning of his art life to the current society. It focuses on four
respects as follows: the designer’s professional quality, the teaching system in
China’s art design education, the nationalization of art design, and the devel -
opment of art design in China.

The nnovation mainly reflected in two aspects:

First is the selection of research topics. Although the existing research
results relevant to Zhang Ding are not uncommon in domestic, but the in-
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depth and systematic study of Zhang Ding’s art thought from the perspective
of art design is rare. In addition, the research on art design itself is also a less
nvolved topic in current China'’s art design field. In the view of those, this
research topic is mmovative.

Second is the induction of research subjects. For the first time, this
study systematically summarizes and classifies Zhang Ding's art design
thought into seven aspects. This kind of mduction is put forward for the first
time and also facilitates the research on Zhang Ding's art design styles and
characteristics. In addition, this study riches the current research achieve -
ments by tracing back Zhang Ding's ideological roots from both ideology and
artistic respects and emphasize such impacts on his philosophy of art design
as Specific historical background, Lu Xun who is a leader of the China’s
cultural revolution, Zhang Guanglv who is a famous decorative artist, Picasso
who is a representative of modern western artists, Q1 Baishi and Huang Bin-
hong who are representatives of the China's contemporary art master, and
Chinese folk art.
