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Jiuquan Village in Sichuan Province was not only a pilot village where
the poverty alleviation system carried out the post-Wenchuan earthquake
reconstruction program in poverty-stricken villages, but also a pilot village
in which the Leading Group Office of Poverty Alleviation cooperated with
the Oxfam Hong Kong in the field of post-disaster reconstruction.
Therefore, it is doubly typical, serving as a model for discussing the result
and experience of post-disaster reconstruction, and also an example for
exploring the experiences and challenges of cooperation between the
government and NGOs who participate in post-disaster reconstruction. This
study focuses on the typicality of Jiuquan Village. This study attempts to,
through the case study of Jiuquan Village, provide a vivid example for NGOs
participating in social governance as well as useful reference for disaster risk
management and social reconstruction in the future.

This study adopts the case study method, combines several specific
investigation techniques such as in-depth interview, focus group interview
and field observation, and collects large quantities of empirical materials
regarding the post-disaster reconstruction in Jiuquan Village. Based on clear
sorting and in-depth analysis, the study gives an objective representation to
the whole process of Jiuquan Village’s post-disaster reconstruction, truly
reflects the entire planning and implementation process of different
reconstruction bodies, and typically analyzes the interaction and adaptation
relationship between the Oxfam Hong Kong and the government and the

villagers in Jiuguan Village’s reconstruction. At last, it summarizes the

experiences and challenges of Jiuquan Village’s reconstruction, and explores
related theoretical and practical issues such as NGO’ s participation and
intervention in post-disaster reconstruction and social governance,
mechanism of multi-sectoral participation in social governance, post-disaster

sustainable development of poverty-stricken villages.
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
