Public attitudes range from the initially Roman
concept of genius loci ("the spirit of the place”),
to visiting an archaeological site as part of a
quest for authenticity for a class of 21st century
"nomads" that culturally informed tourists tend
to be. The construction and management of
cultural heritage involve control of knowledge
in which the past is translated into and
represented through a number of visitable
archaeological sites. The issues surrounding
how representations are constructed and

communicated are vitally important, given

the growing concern over the public impact
and social relevance of archaeology and

its epistemological status. Essential theme of
inquiry in this session was the idea of space -
particular archaeological sites - and how it is
transformed in relation to fourism and because
of its consequences. Space is perceived not
only as a three-dimensional entity, but primarily
as a notfional and ideational construct, (c.f.
"the island", "the historical site", "the resort").
Meanings of identity and power also take
many site and landscape forms, involving,
among other things, the promotion of certain
sites and landscapes over others.
