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Xiatonghe(1868 —1925),who is named Yongqing,also named
Jiping,and claimed Shisansanren,is the people of Gaojian village of
Xianchang township in Majiang county of Guizhou province.He is not
only the pioneer of chinese mordern law and political science ,but also
is the educationist calligrapher and social activist,who was appointed as
the Senior compiler after winning the first place in imperial examination
in the 24th year of Kuang Hsu(1898),and then went to Japan to study.He
was the first Zhuang Yuan to study abroad.He had served successively
as the chief examiner Xiangshi,the supervisor( schoolmaster) of
Guangdong Laws and politics school, the member of the first session of
the House of Representatives of Republic of China,the commissioner
of Constitution Drafting Committee and the director of industry office
of JiangXi province.His main works are 'administrative law' ,which
is one of the books earliestly introduced the knowledge of the recent
administrative law in china.

In the 19th year of Kuang Hsu(1893), Xiatonghe took part in
the Xiangshi(the imperial exam at the provincial level) in Shuntian
government of BeiJing and passed the examination,whose chief examiner
in this examination was Wengtonghe who is the Zhuang Yuan in the year
of Bingchen(1856).

In the Huishi(Metropolitan Examination) in the 24th year of Kuang
Hsu(1898) his chief examiner was SunJiaNai the Zhuang Yuan in the year
of JiWei(1859).

On the 9th in June in 1898 the emperor of Kuang Hsu hosted the
Dianshi(final imperial examination)in Baohe palace,and Xiatonghe won
the first place and became the second civil ZhaungYuan in the history of
GuiZhou and also one of the only two Zhuang Yuans of GuiZhou.

In the 25th year of Kuang Hsu(1899),he had a journey
to Guangdong, Macao and etc,and made acquaintance with
Qiufengjia,his bosom friend and organized the activities of memorizing
Wentianxiang,and set up the "Shouzhongshe"( longevity and loyalty
society).

In the 26th year of Kuang Hsu(1900),He gave advice to
government to raise funds by himself to organize the people of Miao
Tribes to fight against the Eight-Nation Allied Forces.

In the 28th year of Kuang Hsu(1902) he served as the vice chief
examiner of Xianghi in HuNan Province.

In the 30th year of Kuang Hsu(1904), Xiatonghe went to

Thammasat University of Janpan to study and then became the first

person to study abroad as Zhaung Yuan and was also the earliest batch
abroad students who studied systemically Laws and politics.

In Auguest of the 31th year of Kuang Hsu(1905), Xiatonghe
compiled the book of 'administrative law' ,published by Bingmuhuoban
office of Tokyo.Japan,and which is the book earliestly introduced
systemically the knowledge of the recent administrative law in china.At
the end of the same year,Xiatonghe returned homeland and then took up
the post of supervisor( schoolmaster) of Guangdong Laws and politics
school through the recommendation of Cenchunxuan.In his 6-year-
long schoolmaster's career,Xiatonghe was famous for his liberality and
employed a large number of students studied abroad as teacher,such as
Zhuzhixing Chenrong and etc.He cultivated many persons with recent
Laws and politiscs' idea for Guangdong and even all the country.

In 1912 after Republic of China is founded, Xiatonghe was elected
as the member of the first session of the House of Representatives,and
became the first batch of member of kuomintang.Because of Partisanship
in the parliament.he withdraw from kuomintang and set up CaoRan
society on 18th of May in 1913.In July in the same year he was elected as
regulation member of Constitution Drafting Committee and drafted the
'Tiantan Constitution'.In this period he had ever saved the

Guizhou fellow countryman,Wangtianpei,the people of
Tianzhu,who was taken prisoner by Yuanshikai because of extrme
remarks and later became the famous general of northern expedition.

The parliament was dissovled in 1914,he had served successively
as the assistant of Zhengshitang,the member of Zhishi experimental
committee, the senior advisor of Hunan DUdufu,the director of
Preparatory Office of the Office of National Tax Administration of
Hunan and the assistant of Legislative Affairs Bureau.

1917-1919 he served as the director of industry office of Jiangxi
province Xiatonghe had ever won the 2nd-class Jiahe Medal of Grand
Cordon in January of 1919.He resigned in June for the Chengmen
moutain mine case the first case in Jiangxi parliament.

1919-1921 Xiatonghe settled in Beijing and united decades of the
riches to buy soil of 9 hectare and 8 mu to supply

Buddhists and Buddhist activity of Guangji temple.

In 1924 ,0n the invitation of Shitaixu,the Bhuddist monk,he
together with the distinguished personages of all works of life such as
Lianggichaoinitiated to set up the world Buddhism United conference.

Xiatonghe passed away due to illness at 57, in 1925 ,in Beijing.
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
