Ten years ago, Mr. Changjiang Feng made a special trip from the U.S.to bring me his paintings of modern ladies.

In just a few years, the artist has come to the forefront of the
array of outstanding Chinese artisit, and caught the eyes of international art collectors and art lovers.

After all, what are the charms of Changjiang Feng's art? Anyone who has seen his works would have the deep
impression: poetic picture of aestheticism, classically elegant, bright and beautiful colors, pure and fresh women of
noble disposition from different cultures. The truth, the good and the beautiful are primary and common pursuits of all
human. Naturally, these are also Changjiang Feng's objective. The ingenious aspect of his art is that, he made use of
the ancient, traditional Chinese Painting techniques, enabling the following, non-retrievable lines to run through every

part of the pictures. From the appearance, costume and accessories to the meticulous facial features and hair texture



of the women of different characters, the wonderful lines magically dance and shuttle between corners of the picture,
in which no error was allowed — it fully expresses the charm of lines in Chinese Painting and the soild painting
foundation of the artist. What attracts the audience even more is that Feng gracefully combines the magnificent
delineation of lines, modern approach of realism and the use of rich colors together. Such Chinese and Western
painting essence were unified and harmonized, resulting in the figures so lively and impressive, and the ambiance so
romantic and fine. The unprecedented artistic style traces back to the Oriental culture, and meanwhile, it adopts an
international lauguage familiar to the west. As a result, his artworks inevitably affect myriads of art lovers all around
the world.

Changjiang Feng is an idealist and aesthete. He believes that the pursuit of the beautiful is a mission of artists.
He chooses women at our time to be his subject matters because from ancient to the present, women symbolize beauty
and love. In world history, the images of female has been the source material for many famous artists, who left us
masterpieces for all time. Therefore, for many Chinese artists today, this subject matter is truly a challenge. Despite
the plentiful inspirations brought forth by the forms and contents of beautiful women, Chinese artists today are rarely
daring enough to investigate this challenging topic. Hence, Feng hopes to be the one who could retain the beauty
and youth for the women at our time using his paintbrush. This is a meaningful but difficult task worthy his all-out
attempts. Moreover, Feng is a faithful and ascetic artist. Early in several decades ago, when he was still a youngster,
he had already paid tremendous effort and had a lot of drill in the fundamentals of painting. All these years, he
has persevered and gained achievements one after another. In 1997, he moved to U.S. with the World Outstanding
Artist honor and became truly a professional artist. He focused even more on his pursuit of art since then. Now, after
continuous effort for so many years, he has demonstrated his significant breakthroughs with his brand new art style.

In these ten years, I have witnessed the progressive advancement in Feng's long journey. In regard to the state
of mind and ability, he has conquered the peaks on after another. Every time when he showed me his new paintings,
I was delighted and touched. The artworks reflect the mind-set of the artist and the hardship overcome. The stories
behind the picture were profoundly heart-moving.

It is surging but impatient of Chinese art market in recent years, which also spreads all over the art circles. This
state makes some worried about the future and development of Chinese artists. Now, Mr. Feng's new artworks make
me realize that some genuine artists care about art itself more than anything and are ready to dedicate their life to it.
With the presence of such group of talented and passionate artists, the art of China is full of hope and blessings.
