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Abstract

Since “Small Towns , Grand Strategy” was put forward for the first time at
the third plenary session of the fifteenth central committee, advancing the
process of urbanization has always been an important development strategic
objective in China. Nowadays, Premier Li Keqiang especially emphasizes the
urbanization as the government’ s focus point. Xi Jinping, Chinese new leader,
recently proposed the concept of “The Chinese Dream”, to let the people share
the opportunities of colorful and excellent life. Minsheng development is the
foothold of the “China Dream” and only to improve the Minsheng development
level can China dream be brightened. In this critical period when government
takes the improvement of Minsheng development as the core and steadily
promotes urbanization, keeping up with current affairs, this report focuses on
the influences that urbanization brings on quality of Minsheng development,
from which the practical significance of this report is highlighted.

Throughout the world, we can see that the process of urbanization is always
at the expense of Minsheng development. Nowadays, after going through the
initial stage, stagnation, exploration and development stages, the level of
urbanization has greatly improved in all regions of China. In the ever-changing
environment, the quality of Minsheng development in China has come into a
bottleneck period. How to resolve the food security challenges caused by the
reduction of arable land, the environment and resources crisis caused by rapid
urbanization, life quality crisis caused by defects of urban development and the
hidden worries caused by peasants’ passive urbanization, has become the
requirement of achieving “Minsheng goal” in the process of transforming the
mode of economic development and building a well-off society in an all-
round way.

The old way which harms Minsheng level should be avoided when
promoting urbanization in the new period. We should change the traditional

growth-orientated mode, and accelerate human-centered urbanization, taking



improving Mingsheng level as the ultimate goal. The report focuses on the
anxieties hidden worries of Minsheng development during the process of
urbanization and finds a new way to develop Minsheng. As for the value
orientation, the report pays attention to guaranteeing people’ s basic right,
promoting social justice, strengthening humanistic care; as for the framework,
the report uses a mode which is guided by the government, followed by check-
and-balance system in many ways; and the policy choice strategy should be
implemented with economic advancement, social adjustment, legal support,
and cultural nourishment. Along this new path of Minsheng development, the
report also offers specific suggestions for hidden worries of Minsheng during new
urbanization.

At the same time, the final part of this report has shown that the rank of
“the Minsheng development index” (2013 edition ) reveals the regional
concentration is high in the east and low in the west. But compared with the
previous years , various areas gradually blur into each other, and several areas
in the Midwest has developed into a higher level. Economic strength in different
areas relates to the ranking, but is not necessarily consistent. And also, it is
obvious that the governments in various areas in middle part attach importance to
the Minsheng development, because the ranking of “the Minsheng development
index” outstrips the ranking of PGDP, we can see that the local governments

have done a lot in Minsheng development and the effect is remarkable.
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
