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Abstract

From 1991 to 2011, the countrywide total cultural and educational consumption
in urban areas increased from 395.25 hundred million yuan to 12597. 11 hundred
million yuan, that is a 3087. 12% of total increase and 18. 90% of average annual
increase. The highest annual growth appeared in 2002 and the growth rate was
36.76% ; the lowest one was in 2008 and the growth rate was 4. 77% . During the
20 years, the average annual growth was 21.02% in the “Ninth Five-Year Plan”
period, 16.59% in the “ Tenth Five-Year Plan” period and 11.63% in the
“Eleventh Five-Year Plan” period. Comparing among the 3 five-year periods, the
average annual growth of the “Eleventh Five-Year Plan” period was 4. 96 percentage
points lower than that of the “Tenth Five-Year Plan” period and 9. 39 percentage
points lower than that of the “Ninth Five-Year Plan” period.

In 2011, the first year of the “ Twelfth Five-Year Plan” period, the total cultural
and educational consumption increased by over 10% in 24 key cities, 14 of which by
over 15% and 8 of which by over 20% ; the per capita value of cultural and
educational consumption increased by over 10% in 22 key cities, 13 of which by
over 15% and 7 of which by over 20% . It was the high growth of the consumption
demand in most key cities that resulted in the countrywide high growth of overall
cultural and educational consumption demand in urban areas, but the disparity
between urban and rural areas has widened.

The ranking for the status evaluation of the cultural and educational consumption
demand in key cities is as follows: in the lateral evaluation of ideal value without gap
between urban and rural areas of key cities located provinces, and among various key

cities, Guangzhou, Xi’an, Nanjing ranked the top three in the “leaders in 2011” ; in

the vertical evaluation of own base value throughout the past years, Nanjing,
Hohhot, Guangzhou ranked the top three in the “1991 — 2011 key cities runner-
up” ; Hefei, Kunming, Fuzhou ranked the top three in the “2005 —2011 key cities
runner-up” ; Wuhan, Kunming, Hohhot ranked the top three in the “2011 annual
key cities runner-up”.
