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Abstract

Annual Report on Cooperation and Development of the Cross-straits Cultural Industries
(2013) is a thematic research report compiled by the Culture Research Base for
Crossstraits Cultural Industries Cooperation of MCPRC-Shanghai Jiao Tong
University.

This report includes five parts;: General Reports, Cross-straits Cultural Forum,
Regional Exchange and Co'operation of Cross-straits Cultural Industries, Chronology,
Cross-straits Common Understanding and Appendix.

The main characteristic of General Report is contained study by the scholars
from both mainland and Taiwan which is composed of three reports: Retrospect and
Prospect: Cross-straits Exchanges in 20 Years, Cultural Promote Cross-straits Peace
and Development and Issue and Strategy Research of Cross-straits Cultural and Art
Exchanges. These reports stood out the institutionalization subject of cross-straits
cultural industry cooperation and exchange. At the same time, Cross-Straits Cultural
Forum persisted in the principle of the scholar dialogue from both sides, kept on the
further exchange and discussion around the common concern on the development of
cross-straits cultural industry cooperation. In the regional Cultural Industry
cooperation and exchanges part, we collected the reports which came from Henan
province, Yunnan province, as well as reports which came from Taiwan Shen
Chunchi cultural foundation and Eastern Multimedia Group. From these reports we
attempted to observe the joint efforts of the cross-straits cultural industry cooperation

and exchange from more aspects.
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
