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Abstract -

Since reform and opening, with the deepening of the market economy and sustain-
able development, numbers of rural migrant workers has been increasing, the number
of children of rural migrant workers has also been greatly increased. Children of rural
migrant workers often can be divided into two parts: one is to follow their parents into
the cities and towns, that the children following with rural migrant workers; another
part is still to stay in after their parents go out to his rural home and not living together
with their parents, that rural children left behind.

Whether it is the children following with rural migrant workers or children left be-
hind in rural areas, they are in an important growth and social stage, and will directly
determine the living conditions of urban and rural development strategy and the success
of sustainable and stable development of society. Following two type children increasing,
it is the new demands about services, education and management. How to accurately
grasp the situation and their basic education process problems, trends and characteris-
tics of the law, it is of great practical and theoretical significance for the management of
urban and rural education and the supply of public goods. In the current issue of rural
migrant workers’ children, an important question is that we are precisely absent infor-
mation about the children of rural migrant workers of the scale, distribution, age struc-
ture, gender, educational status and family information. At the same time, because
lacking of deep study basic information on their children’s education problems of rural
migrant workers policy design, rural migrant children’s psychological development and
education of children of rural migrant workers, it is an important constraint factor that
the children of rural migrant workers are not fair to accept education.

State Department “on the issue of migrant workers to solve a number of opinions”
clearly required to “protect the children of rural migrant workers equal access to com-

pulsory education. ” Revised in 2006, “Compulsory Education Law” states: “Parents
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or other legal guardians in the non-domicile to work or live in school-age children, ado-
lescents, their parents or other legal guardians work or residence to receive compulsory
education, local governments should to provide equal conditions for compulsory educa-
tion. 7 In order to implement the State Council’s instructions, all regions and depart-
ments are actively exploring efforts to resolve issues related to children of migrant work-
ers looking for ideas, and explore the experience. Through the detaile, in-depth study,
it becomes a very important and urgent task, with a comprehensive understanding and a
deep grasp of a variety of education for children of rural migrant workers basic informa-
tion.

Accordingly, the “education of children of rural migrant workers” is divided into
four parts, including 16 specific chapters:

First part of the education of rural migrant children is Research description
on home and abroad.

Chapter 1, domestic rural migrant children education research and Chapter 2,
foreign research on children or wife, respectively, from the overview perspective of do-
mestic and foreign education for children of migrant workers research of the sort of anal-
ysis, the children of migrant workers concept, family education, policy, or wife flow
impact on students of the sort, summarized existing research achievements and short-
comings, issues-oriented research to the level of depth to provide direction guidance.

The second part of the children following with rural migrant workers and ed-
ucation.

Chapter 3, the situation of the children following with rural migrant workers. In
this Chapter, to the 2005 National 1% Population Sample Survey data, summary and
analysis the children following with rural migrant workers to solve various problems to
provide basic demographic basis.

Chapter 4, 12 cities the children following with rural migrant workers in education
survey. In this chapter, we survey the compulsory education for rural migrant children,
specifically on the children following with rural migrant workers education policy and
management status, learning situation, the psychological development of a comprehen-
sive understanding of the status quo, and analysis management problems, learning
problems and psychological issues.

Chapter 5, study on the decision making mechanism of the children following with
rural migrant workers and rural children left behind. This chapter we survey from the

family point of view of migration to explore the migration of rural children with problems
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
