The disk contains sound files
for all the listening passages in the book, and a section of graded sample responses
for each of the six question types.
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Like the book itself, the CD-ROM is best used repeatedly, in short doses if your
schedule does not permit full-time study. Learn the test formats by heart; repeat and
refine your spoken responses orally, over and over, until you know them by heart,
and then keep listening to the content of the questions; listening ability is the hardest
language skill to acquire, and the TOEFL-like lecture passages presented in this book
are the best possible preparation for the actual TOEFL experience.
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We hope our readers enjoy using this book as much as we have enjoyed writing
it. We wish all of you success in your TOEFL adventure; remember that even greater
adventure lies ahead once you have conquered this test!
