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Abstract

Social space differentiation is no longer strangers to Chinese residents. Upscale
communities, mid-range communities, ordinary communities, immigrant
communities and poor communities in five typical social geography of space, turn a
blind eye to the city residents. Empirical data show that beruecn the differentiation of
social space and life satisfaction of urban residents there are significant differences.
Therefore, we should take positive measures to increase efforts to support poor
communities to improve the grade of low-grade social space, and improve the ability
to cope with social risks. Meanwhile, we should vigorously promote innovative
urban construction, and promote the integration of social space. By innovative
concept of social management and enhancing dialogue and cooperation between the
upscale community and low-grade community, we can enhance the life satisfaction of
urban residents.

Faced with “Silver hair wave” , a need of long-term care is increased for those
empty-nest and disable elder, and nursing services in community or community care
for the aged at home is the major program to meet the challenge. This report defines
the care services as a system including visiting service, daycare, nursing home,
mutual help by volunteers and a mechanism of coordinating care services with old-age
consumption market as well as elderly industry. By analyzing the existing problems in
the care services and underlying causes such as aging study lag, uncoordinated polices,
shortages of caregivers, the author suggests a perspective by top-level design and
policy recommendation, including renewing ideas, promoting senior research,
building coordination mechanism in the level of community and creating nursing
insurance system in order to enhance wages of caregivers. The author also cites an
example to illustrate how to relate care system with old-age consumption and
domestic market demand.

It plays an important role of the community participation of social organizations

in the construction of public cultural service system, as to implement the national
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culture development strategy, to improve the structures of the public cultural
services, and to satisfy the diversified demands for cultural consumption. Taking
Beijing as an example, the participation of the community social organizations has a
good social environment, and more rich on the participation experiences, and the
construction effect of the public cultural service system is distinct. But there are also
problems involved in the system which are not perfect, such as the shortage of
construction funds, and the ability to obtain resource inadequacy. To Strengthen the
community participation of social organizations, we need to strengthen the landmark
public cultural service facilities, and to develop the financial investment and policy
supports to encourage the community participation of social organizations, and to
foster the sound organization, pluralism participation community social culture
organization, and to strive to explore and innovate the model of the community
organizations to participate in public culture.

The contemporary civilization and the city’s community building should be the
formation of the unique characteristics of different styles, traditional geographical and
cultural characteristics and customs of the community should take full advantage of
their unique resources to create their own community culture brand in this regard.
Through research on the 2011 Beijing Jinyuchi community cultural construction
work, we deeply realize this point. Jinyuchi community experience for many of the
old city community culture construction is no doubt significant.

Community construction and planning policy should be based on the Preferences
of residents. According to the survey of communities on XYL Road, Haidian
District, basic public services around the daily life are still the most current needs of
urban community residents. Government should take greater responsibility on

community services.
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
