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Jiuzhaigou, Huanglong and Giant Panda Habitat
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Graceful Northwestern Sichuan Plateau

A Chinese saying has it that China’s best natural scenery lies in Sichuan Province. The
northwestern plateau of the province, in particular, is well-known for such graceful scenic
beauties as towering mountains, roaring rivers, vast grassland and dense forests.

The plateau is located on the eastern edge of Qinghai-Tibetan Plateau known as the “roof
of the world”. With an altitude ranging from over 600 meters to 5,588 meters (Snowy Baoding
Peak), it is the transitional region from Sichuan Basin and Qinghai-Tibetan Plateau and serves
as the screen of the former which is abundant in rain. The erosion and scouring of rain water
in the past dozen million years have resulted in high mountains, deep gullies, colorful pools,
magnificent waterfalls, limpid lakes and murmuring streams. The rich snow and rain have made
high mountains and deep gully carpeted with dense forésts and beautiful flowers. Therefore , the
plateau can be called museum of wild life and treaure house of biological genes.

On the plateau, people can see Jiuzhaigou, Huanglong and giant panda habitat which are
on the list of “World Natural Haritages”. Besides, they can also find such scenic beauties as the
Four Girl Mountains, vast grassland, Miyaluo Red Leaves Scenic Area, Kalonggou Scenic Area,
Songping Gully Scenic Area.In its neighbouring regions tourists can also visit world cultural
heritage Dujiangyan and Mount Qingcheng, and world natual and cultural heritage Mount Emei
and Leshan Grand Buddha. On a tourist route of less than over 600 kilometers long, there are
five world heritages. This is unique in the world and this line can be called “world-level golden

tourist route”.

Jiuzhaigou — A Fairyland on Earth

Jiuzhaigou is honored as “fairyland on earth™. It is located in Jiuzhaigou County of Aba Tibetan and Qiang Autonomous Prefecture. The scenic area at the north foot of
the Duo’er Peak of the Minshan Mountain Ranges is 436 kilometers away from Chengdu, capital of Sichuan Province. In the shape of the letter “Y”, the area is composed of
three gullies, namely, Shuzheng Gully, Rize Gully and Zechawa Gully. In the scenic area with an altitude of 1980-3100 meters, lakes, waterfalls, beaches, streams and forests
strech more than 60 kilometers,the scenic area is like a dreamland, a painting gallery, a fairyland or paradise.

Legend has it that heroic God Dage sent a mirror to his beloved Goddess Semo. Unexpectedly, the mirror was broken into pieces because of interference made by a
trouble-making devil. As the result, the pieces of the broken mirror became 118 limpid lakes and fairyland Jiuzhaigou came into being.

Jiuzhaigou’s beauty is primeval, natural, unsophicated and undecorated. The scenic area is characterized by towering snow-covered maintain peaks, verdant peaks,
magfhificent waterfalls, gurgling streams, limpid pools and vast lakes. Water and trees which exist harmoniously compose a beautiful landscape painting.

Water is the soul and life blood of Jiuzhaigou. In the past long geological ages the rise of earth surface, and the erosion of water have resulted in the high mountains,
deep gullies, numerous tranvertine dikes, vast lakes, and magnificent waterfalls. What is most surprising is that trees grow.on the dikes, shoals and waterfalls and water flows
in the woods. Therefore, tourists in the scenic area will be deeply fascinated by limpid lakes, cascading waterfalls, colorful forsts, and Tibetan customs.

Jiuzhaigou is not only a scenic beauty but also a habitat of wild life. Jiuzhaigou is situated in the transitional belt and plants are distributed verdically so that the nature
preserve which covers an area of 720 square kilometers is like a treasure house with various species of ancient plants and rare animals, such as giant pandas, golden haired
monkeys, and takins.

Jiuzhaigou’s fascination has won the favor of the whole world. It was included in the list of “World Natural Heritage”in 1992 by UNESCO,in “World Biological Sphere
Prerserve” in 1977 and “Globe 217 in 2001 so that Jiuzhaigou has become a tourist attraction with three international honors.
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
