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In the present, Chinese government development has faced the “double-task” . It
means that Chinese government has to deal with the basic issue, such as public admin-
istration modernization, as well as the other developing countries. At the same time,
China would build the service-oriented government. At the beginning of the new centu-
ry, Chinese government proposed the development target of service-oriented govern-
ment, which was a kind of historic choice under the historic pressure.

There is internal connection between the two historic process of building service-
oriented government and transforming governmental functions and responsibilities. In or-
der to adapt to the requirements of the socialist market economy and the external pres-
sure of the globalization, Chinese government proposed to strengthen public service sys-
tem, which was Chinese government’ s strategic choice initiatively. In theory, provi-
ding public services not only is government main function, but also is the requirement of
the nature of the state. In fact, during the different stage of the social development, the
governmental function and responsibilities are different and timely adjusted. With the
economic and social development, when the Modernization has entered a new stage,
Chinese government would deepen the understanding of social attributes of the state and
the government public service fuctions. On this basis, Chinese government has been
promoting the transformation of government functions work to a new stage actively.
Meanwhile the government would promote the career of public service and achieve the
equalization of basic public services, all of that require the ability of government would
become stronger, more active and more efficient. China need a more active and stronger
government.

Building service-oriented government and transforming government functions is a
complicated system program. In this process, we need to take full account how to coor-

dinate the time and the space. The key point to strengthen the governments public serv-
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ice functions has been focused on establishing all-round, wide coverage, multi-level,
high-effective, institutionalized public service system, which is the core content of serv-
ice-oriented government. In this regard, a rational financial system is necessary to en-
sure the government to realize governance, and make the country stronger and the peo-
ple richer.

In the process of building service-oriented government, highlighting the
level participation" is a basic task, which is an effective way to relieve the contradiction
between supply and demand of public service. In the present, the practical demands of
building service-oriented government include how to integrate social resources reasona-
bly, how to provide effective social management and public services for the residents
flexibly and how to diversify the supply mode of public service. On the other hand,
building service-oriented government would require public administration going on the
orientation of service.

To build service-oriented government has more important social value, one of the
most significant points of which is to balance the gap through offering public service.
The characteristics of this thought include that it would be combined the building of bas-
ic public service system and the controlling the gap. And the characteristics also show
that it take offering the public service as the more important measure to balance the all
kinds of social gaps. All of these would make the gaps of the level of public service be-
tween the urban and rural and different areas, less than the gaps of the level of econom-
ic development in those areas; Moreover, all of those would make the gaps of the level
of public service received by the different status, less than the gaps of their income.

To build service-oriented government is the efficient propulsive force of the urbani-
zation going on the track of sound progress. As the necessary process and results of the
human society developing to modern society, the urbanization is also the significant
symbol of the country progress. As a system program, building service-oriented govern-
ment would make positive influences on the acceleration of urbanization healthily and
swiftly,, especially it would play an active role in promoting the problem solving of such
social issues including balanted urban and rural development, metropolitan governance,
the construction of small towns, the resettlement of landless peasants, migrant workers,
and so on.

In a word, building service-oriented government and the political development are
incorporated , that is the internal factor of political development, and the important con-

tent and form of expression of political development in itself. Political development in-
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cludes the government development. As a form of government development, building
service-oriented government would promote transforming government functions, the rela-
tionship change between state and society, the government system reform, the founda-
tion of public service system, and the transition of Party and government cadres ideas,
all of that are the direct achievement of political development. Therefore, as a field of
politcal development, building service-oriented government would promote the whole

process of political development from within.
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
