In 1993 Director of the Institute of Cultural Relics and
Archaeology of Jilin Province Mr. Fang Qidong together
with Director of the Institute of History, Archaeology and
Ethnography of Peoples of the Far East FEB RAS Mr.
V.L.Larin have signed the agreement about scientific exchange
between the Institutes, thus having officially opened a
door to scientific ties between the sides. For 19 years the
exchange between the sides not only favored mutual scientific
progress, but it also was a benefactor to scientific community
of China. Basing on scientific materials obtained in the
process of exchange our Institute has translated and published
books: “Bohai state and tribes of the Russian Far East” and
“Archaeology of the South part of Russian Far East in XIX-
XX cc.: bibliography and biographical dictionary”, and also
familiarized with many scientific results of researches in
Primorye Territory through the journal “News of History
and Archaeology — North-East Asia”; these translations
became an informational window for understanding of
the archaeology of Russian Far East by Chinese scientific
community. In 2011 a boring reconnaissance of remains of
Bohai Yanzhou — Kraskinskoye ancient town carried out by
the group headed by young researchers of our Institute Liang
Huili and Xie Feng had become the first attempt to start up
joint archaeological research by the sides. For the first time
a technique of exploratory boring with “Chinese type spade”
was used in the archaeological site in Russia. Russian scholars
not only realized wonderful abilities of “Loyang spade”, but
also got scientific information about position of archaeological
objects in Kraskinskoye ancient town and around it. Present
publication of “Bohai relics from Primorye Territory of
Russia™ and “Jurchen relics from Primorye Territory of
Russia” is further realization of the development of practical
cooperation between the sides.

According to modern state boundaries study of ancient
cultures of North-East Asia objectively belongs to scientific
subject matters with international nature; it requires from

the researcher to be able to use information of international

PREFACE I

character. However, because of limited both access to
materials and ability to read them there is some degree of lack
of information in scientific researches on special themes made
by scholars of each country, this lack of information impacts
the depth and width of scientific knowledge.

As a result of indefatigable efforts of several generations
of Russian archaeologists a big number of sites of Bohai and
Jurchen have been found in Primorye Territory. Archaeological
researches demonstrate that relics of Bohai and Jurchen of this
territory posses purity of cultural content and distinct local
features. Judging from the point of broadening of scientific
outlook they are indispensable basic materials in research of
Bohai and Jurchen; judging from the point of development of
scientific interpretation they are integral regional part of the
study of Bohai and Jurchen.

Publication of “Bohai relics from Primorye Territory
of Russia” and “Jurchen relics from Primorye Territory of
Russia” is aimed to give scientific community of China
ability to understand in easy-to-use form distinctive features
of Bohai and Jurchen sites of Primorye Territory. Thereto
in 2010 T made scientific proposals to Mr.A.L.Ivliev and
Mrs.N.G.Artemyeva to make joint publication of illustrated
albums. The fact that those scholars not only gladly accepted
my proposal, but in a rather short time had offered to me
pictures of relics selected from the repository of their
institute, thus ensuring successful start of the preparation of
the publication, made me glad and satisfied. These scholars
both are leaders in research of Bohai and Jurchen cultures in
Russia, the materials they have offered include main relics that
give notion about cultures of Bohai and Jurchen in Primorye
Territory. That’s why both books in Chinese are named jicui —
“collection of choice [relics]”, as the name should correspond
to the content.

There is no need to hide that content of these two books
presented to Chinese scientific community now in respect of
presentation of the image of cultures of Bohai and Jurchen

is only top of the iceberg. As a scientific initiation, the best
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way for Chinese scholars who study archaeological cultures
of North-East Asia, especially for young scholars, is to master
foreign languages themselves for getting distinct perception
of the image of culture of the concrete foreign sites related to
the field of research. Comparison with scientific communities
of other countries of North-East Asia shows that our language
grounding drops behind the one of scholars of Republic of
Korea, Japan and Russia. It is an objective fact that demands
attention and correction.

Mr. A.L.Ivliev and Mrs. N.G.Artemyeva are specific
eyewitnesses of the history of 19 years of exchange between
our institutes, for me they also are friends: we keep close
relations and mutually help each other in scientific research. I
sincerely thank these friends for cooperation.

All works of preparation of this book for publishing:

arranging and ordering of tables of illustrations, captions for

photos, translation of the Russian texts — are done by Mr. Xie
Feng.

I express our gratitude to the Arseniev State Museum of
Primorsky Region and Museum of Far East Federal University
for the assistance in obtaining photos of relics.

And, finally, I thank Director V.L.Larin for strong support
of the program of scientific cooperation between our institutes.

I use the opportunity to wish from the bottom of my heart
the exchange between our institutes to continue and to develop

successfully.

The illustrated album of the Jurchen’s artifacts found in
Primorsky Krai was prepared within the terms of the Cooperation
agreement between the Institute of history, archaecology and
ethnography of the peoples of the far-cast, far- eastern branch of
the RAS (RF) and the Archaeological Institute of Jilin Province
(PRC).

The far-eastern archacological school, researching the
ancient sites dated back to the XIII century AD, will soon
celebrate its 50th anniversary. E.V. Shavkunov, who in 1963
began to research unique and nowadays world-famous ancient
site — Shaiga -, is supposed to be the establisher of this
archacological school. This site is regarded as a classical subject
for the research of far-eastern medieval archacology. The
archaeological materials from the Shaiga site have become the
base for researching the material culture of the Jin Empire (1115-
1234) and East Xia State (1215-1233). There is now a great deal
of archaeological materials from the other ancient sites researched
by E.V. Shavkunov’s successors — V.D.Len’kov, V.A.Horev,
0.S.Galaktionov, S.M.Tupukina, T.A.Vasilieva, N.G.Artem’eva.
It is especially worth to emphasize the importance of research
on Krasnyi Yar site. The results of all above-mentioned research
gave the scientists the opportunity to reconsider the reasons of
building mountainous sites in Primorye.

The new epigraphical discoveries sustained the theory that
many mountainous sites were dated back to the period of the
East Xia State’s existence and directly related to Puxian Wannu
— the establisher of the East Xia State. All of these sites were
short-lived (time of their existence was about twenty years).
A lot of processes of the great historical importance had been
proceeding in Primorye at that period. The rapid growth of
economic and political activities was reflected in wide variety
of archaeological materials. The Jurchen began to build the new
type of sites —fortress sites - in order to protect themselves from
the Mongols’ invasion. Complicated fortification system and
great amount of stone-shots at the fortress walls were the means
of this protection.

Nowadays there are 33 mountainous sites dated back
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to the period of the East Xia State’s existence in Primorye:
Krasnyi Yar site, Shaiga site, Anan’evskoye site, Lazovskoye
site, Ekaterinovskoye site, Gornohutorskoye site, Skalistoye
site, Sherbakovskoye site, Urkovskoye site, Zarechenskoye
site, Konstantinovskoye site, Kunalevskoye site, Gusevskoye
site, Novonezhinskoye site, Krasnomisovskoye site,
Smolyaninovskoye site, Vasil’evskoye site, Anuchinskoye site,
Novogordeevskoye site, Shklyaevskoye site, Novopokrovskoye
site, Plahotnukinskoye site, Dubrovaya Sopka site, Izvestkovaya
Sopka site, Stogovaya Sopka site, Xibaigou site, Kishenevskoye
site, Orlovskoye site, Koksharovskoye mountainous site,
Kalinovskoye site, Pavlovskoye site, Gogolevskoye site,
Verbnoye site. Their squares are different: there are one site
with the square of 180 ha, three sites with the squares of 70-75
ha, fifteen sites with the squares of 20-40 ha and about ten sites
with the squares of 10 ha. We have managed to determine some
architectural traditions in building of the Jurchen’s mountainous
sites. Defensively the Jurchen’s sites were the fortresses fully
equipped for the citizens’ protection from the enemy’s attack.
These fortresses were built in strict accordance with the definite
plans and their constructional features were not the results of
historical development. The inner build-up areas also had some
typical constructional features that helped us to date them back in
proper way. So, more difficult task is the functional determination
of these sites.

As known, there were three capitals in the East Xia State: the
Upper capital, the South capital and the North capital. Nowadays
the location of the North capital is not clearly identified; through
some indirect evidence prove that it was situated on the territory
of mountainous site Chengzihoushancheng near Jingbohu Lake in
Ning’an county of Jilin province. The South capital is identified
with the mountainous site Chengzishan that is located 10 km
to the east of the Yanji city in the south-eastern part of Jilin
province. The most researchers consider Krasniy Yar site to be
the Jurchen’s former main capital — the Upper capital. This theory
of Chinese archeologist generally based on the information

of historical geography and epigraphy was corroborated with
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some archaeological materials from Krasniy Yar site. The
bronze seal stated the date of its production (the seventh year of
Tiantai (1221 AD)) and nineteen standard weights stated their
production date (the seventh year of Datong (1230 AD)) were
excavated there. Tiantai and Datong era names were used during
the reign of Puxian Wannu. Such features of Krasniy Yar site as
its huge square, large territory of the Inner city and colonnade
administrative buildings under tile roofs afforded us ground for
identifying this site as the East Xia State’s Upper capital — the
city of Kaiyuan.

Besides the capital cities, there were also provincial and
district cities in the East Xia State. For example, Shaiga site can
be included in this category. It was both the medieval city with
high population and large administrative and economic center.
The balance scale dated back to the second year of Datong
(1225 AD) and 31gr standard weight (1230 AD) was excavated
there. The redoubt, large administrative quarter, two Inner cities,
Forbidden City and workshops were discovered there. We have
already managed to research 293 units (about 2/3 of the site’s
square). Hence we suppose, there were about 400 units on the
territory of this site. The high status of Shaiga site was affirmed
with a great deal of epigraphical materials, for example, the
zhizhong’s seal (“zhizhong” was a formal name of the Jurchen’s
official who controlled the procedure of examinations in the
capital cities), the silver paiza of the Emperor’s authorized
ambassador and a lot of the officials’ seals made of bronze, stone
and metal. As these materials indicate, Shaiga is likely to have
performed the functions of regional center.

There were frontier outposts and administrations in some
districts and boundary regional centers. Many ancient sites
probably performed the functions of fortress cities, where so-
called moukes were located. Such ancient sites with relatively
small squares as Lazovskoye, Anan’evskoye, Ekaterinovskoye,
Zarechenskoye, Izvestkovaya Sopka, Dubovaya Sopka,
Shklyaevskoye and Konstantinovskoye are likely to have been
the military settlements with some military and guard functions.
All these sites were closely connected with each other not only
with their administrative subordination, but also with a wide

spreading transportation system that covered Xupin province

(where Yelan meng’an was situated), linking the most important
centers. No wonder, that many sites are located on strategic
areas: on mountain passes and bald peaks; along the banks of big
rivers and apparently at the road junctions. The ruins of these
ancient roads were discovered in the last century near the city of
Ussuriyk. They connected the Upper capital with the southern
part of Primorye and, perhaps, with Shangjing on the west. The
Upper capital of the East Xia State was linked with Huiningfu
- the former Jin’s Upper capital. After1215-1217 AD Jin’s
government hadn’t already controlled Huiningfu and then, after
1218 AD it became a part of the East Xia State. The roads also
connected the Upper capital with the northern and east-northern
parts of Primorye, where a lot of the Jurchen’s sites have been
recently discovered.

In spite of different functions of the all abovementioned
cities, they were the part of city culture created by very talented
and capable people. The Jurchen had managed to unite different
ethnic groups in one state and create their own original culture
that continued its existence even after the Jurchen Empire’s
destruction. The originality of this culture is fully represented
with its material components that include unique archaeological
artifact, constructions etc.
