Jampa Triley was born in Lhasa in 1928. His grandfather and father were both famous Tibet-
an astrologers. His grandfather had served as tutor of Dr. Khenrab Norbu, the founder of Mantse
Khang. Jampa Triley started to following his tutor Dr. Khenrab Norbu when he was 13. He be-
came a famous Tibetan medicine doctor when he was 18 and often went with his tutor to treat poor
people all over Lhasa. They never charged those patients any money. He concentrated himself on
treating patients, supporting them medicines, and compiling books. What he had done just likes
the butter lamps are always lightening in Jokang temple.

After decades of hard work , he finally became the academic Dean in the field of Tibetan med-
icine. He also compiled a lot of books in his busy schedule. Such as Chart of Four Trantras, Brief
Introduction of Famous Tibetan Doctors in the History, Diagnosis of Tibetan Medicine, Chinas Ti-
betan Medicine, and more than 20 books on Tibetan medicines. He also compiled 13 teaching
books on Tibetan medical science and he compiled the Achievements of Tibetan embryology and
other over 100 theses. He provides abundant information for the study of Tibetan medicine and
further development of Tibetan medicine. Professor Jampa Triley has successively won many pri-
zes such as the national excellent hospital dean, national advanced individual, first prize of pro-
gress of science and technology of Tibet Autonomous Region, and the International Gold Award in
the Tibetan Medical thesis. He was named as national experts of Tibetan medicine by the State
Council in 1988. He was named as Chinese medicine master by three ministries and commissions
of the State Administration of traditional Chinese medicine.

Jampa Triley died at the age of 83, in February 2011, in Lhasa. He devoted his life to the
cause of inheriting and developing Tibetan medicine.
