3. While still catching-up to men in some spheres of modern life, women appear to be way
ahead in at least one undesirable category. “ Women are particularly susceptible to developing
depression and anxiety disorders in response to stress compared to men, ” according to Dr.
Yehuda, chief psychiatrist at New York’s Veteran’s Administration Hospital.

Studies of both animals and humans have shown that sex hormones somehow affects the
stress response, causing females under stress to produce more of the trigger chemicals than do
males under the same conditions. In several of the studies, when stressed-out female rats had
their ovaries ( the female reproductive organs) removed, their chemical responses became equal
to those of the males.

Adding to a woman’s increased dose of stress chemicals are her increased “opportunities” for
stress. “It’s not necessarily that women don’t cope as well. It’s just that they have so much more
to cope with,” says Dr. Yehuda. “Their capacity for tolerating stress may even be greater than
men’s,” she observes, “it’s just that they’re dealing with so many more things that they become
worn out from it more visibly and sooner. ”

Dr. Yehuda notes another difference between the sexes. “I think that the kinds of things that
women are exposed to tend to be in more of a chronic or repeated nature. Men go to war and are

exposed to combat stress. Men are exposed to more acts of random physical violence. The kinds
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of interpersonal violence that women are exposed to tend to be in domestic situations, by,

unfortunately, parents or other family numbers, and they tend not to be one-shot deals. The

wear -and -tear that comes from these longer relationships can be quite devastating. ”

Adeline Alvarez married at 18 and gave birth to a son, but was determined to finish college.
“I struggled a lot to get the college degree. I was living in so much frustration that that was my
escape, to go to school, and get ahead and do better. ” Later, her marriage ended and she
became a single mother. “It’s the hardest thing to take care of a teenager, have a job, pay the
rent, pay the car payment, and pay the debt. I lived from paycheck to paycheck. ”

Not everyone experiences the kinds of severe chronic stresses Alvarez describes. But most
women today are coping with a lot of obligations, with few breaks, and feeling the strain.
Alvarez’s experience demonstrates the importance of finding ways to diffuse stress before it
threatens your health and your ability to function. (2008 HEH.f3)

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When it comes to the slowing economy, Ellen Spero isn’t biting her nails just yet. But the
47 year old manicurist isn’t cutting, filing or polishing as many nails as she’d like to, either.
Most of her clients spend $12 to $50 weekly, but last month two longtime customers suddenly
stopped showing up. Spero blames the softening economy. “I'm a good economic indicator” , she
says. “I provide a service that people can do without when they’re concerned about saving some
dollars. ” So Spero is downscaling, shopping at middle-brow Dillard’s department store near her
suburban Cleveland home, instead of Neiman Marcus. “I don’t know if other clients are going to
abandon me, too,” she says.

All of this caused a crisis of confidence. Americans stopped taking prosperity for granted.
They began to believe that their way of doing business was failing, and that their incomes would
therefore shortly begin to fall as well. The mid 1980s brought one inquiry after another into the
causes of America’s industrial decline. Their sometimes sensational findings were filled with
warnings about the growing competition from overseas.
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Even before Alan Greenspan’s admission that America’s red hot economy is cooling, lots of
working folks had already seen signs of the slowdown themselves. From car dealerships to Gap
outlets , sales have been lagging for months as shoppers temper their spending. For retailers, who
last year took in 24 percent of their revenue between Thanksgiving and Christmas, the cautious

approach is coming at a crucial time. Already, experts say, holiday sales are off 7 percent from
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last year’s pace. But don’t sound any alarms just yet. Consumers seem only mildly concerned,
not panicked, and many say they remain optimistic about the economy’s long term prospects even
as they do some modest belt tightening.
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1. The rough guide to marketing success used to be that you got what you paid for. No longer.
While traditional “paid” media—such as television commercials and print advertisements—still
play a major role, companies today can exploit many alternative forms of media. Consumers
passionate about a product may create “owned” media by sending e -mail alerts about products and
sales to customers registered with its Web site. The way consumers now approach the board range
of factors beyond conventional paid media.

Paid and owned media are controlled by marketers promoting their own products. For earned
media, such marketers act as the initiator for users’ responses. But in some cases, one marketer’s
owned media become another marketer’s paid media—for instance, when an e-commerce retailer
sells ad space on its Web site. We define such sold media as owned media whose traffic is so
strong that other organizations place their content or e -commerce engines within that environment.
This trend, which we believe is still in its infancy, effectively began with retailers and travel
providers such as airlines and hotels and will no doubt go further. Johnson & Johnson, for
example, has created BabyCenter, a stand -alone media property that promotes complementary and
even competitive products. Besides generating income, the presence of other marketers makes the
site seem objective, gives companies opportunities to learn valuable information about the appeal of
other companies’ marketing, and may help expand user traffic for all companies concerned.

The same dramatic technological changes that have provided marketers with more ( and more
diverse) communications choices have also increased the risk that passionate consumers will
voice their opinions in quicker, more visible, and much more damaging ways. Such hijacked
media are the opposite of earned media; an asset or campaign becomes hostage to consumers,
other stakeholders, or activists who make negative allegations about a brand or product. Members
of social networks, for instance, are learning that they can hijack media to apply pressure on the

businesses that originally created them.
