It is written to be read consecutively from
beginning to end, and each of its stories is designed, following the critical theories of
Edgar Allen Poe, to create one emotional effect. The news, what happened that week,
may be told in the beginning, the middle, or the end; for the purpose is not to throw
information at the reader but to seduce him into reading the whole story, and into
