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Abstract

The report covers the current state and future plospects for China’s urban
management. It proposes the ideas that cities have become a significant social form.
Ecological environment management, livelihood-based management and human
ecology management have been Important components in urban management and also
been the key objectives of city governments at different levels. Human eco-
civilization with different characteristics has emerged gradually. However, a series of
problems, such as many unpaid bills in urban infrastructure investment, high pressure
on urban infrastructure construction and investment, deficiency of scientific and
prospective urban planning and construction, heavy traffic resulting from single
metropolitan center and land use structure and so on, have increased the difficulty of
urban management. Therefore, many - questions remain. For example, great
management burden caused by the conflict between urban population, resources and
the environment, deficiency on over-all planning by management department
centralized management, low level of social participation, and inadequate policles and
legal system. The solution is to improve urban management capalility,, create a
harmonious general eco—civilization among nature, society and humans, build urban
management structure mvolving multiple bodies, establish behavior criterion and
public order applicable to all citizens, strengthen informatization and intellectualization
of urban management method, and advocate diversified management model based on
difterentiation.

Both the tasks and the situation of urban management in the new period are
analyzed in the report, whice proposes that management institution is the core of
urban management. The scientific development of A Resource Conserving and
Environment Friendly Society and establishment of Beautiful city are the objectives of
urban management. The report also elaborates future development trend in urban
management based on socialization , legalization , marketization , integration ,

standardization, citizenship , digitalization , flexibility and precision.

The report gives a scientific evaluation on China’s urban management, sets up an
index system for China’s urban management consisting of seven indicators which are
administrative, economic, social, environmental, spatial, infrastructural and cultural
management. In view of the evaluation of management in 44 cities, among which 35
are provincial capital cities or planned municipal cities and 9 coastal open cities or port
cities, the report draws the conclusion that urban management is uneven among
different Chinese cities, i. e. , management level of first-tier cities in eastern region is
high, management level of some cities in central China is higher than that of some
cities in the east, management level of cities in the west region is low and city
management in the northeast region is at intermediate level. Therefore, pluralism of
management bodies, diversification of management objects, smart management
method and people—centered management goal, are selection to advance urban
management level.

The report analyses urban management issues in China’s urbanization process,
and povipts out that urbanization in some developed regions has reached maturity.
Some problems have arisen, such as the interlacing between city integration and
urbanization, inconsistence in development of population, land, economy and social
urbanization. It points out that China’s urbanization is now comprehensive not only
in geographical but also in topical scopes.

The report gives a comprehensive explanation of issues in and solutions to urban
economic management, pointing out three outstanding problems on urban industrial
structure , infrastructural construction and housing management. In order to dissolve
conflicts and strengthen development foundation, the government should make full
and efficient use of its economic management role, and improve urban economic
management through better urban development plan improved urban public economic
management and enhauced regulations and supervision, in order to solve difficult
problems and guarantee the acceleration of urbanization. Meanwhile, the report also
discusses management model of central business district (CBD) in metropolitan cities,
contending that development of industry clusters calls for institutional innovations.

Through research on the institutions and mechanisms of urban social
management, the report discusses the similarities and differences of urban social
management theovies between China and other countries. It contends that reforming

centralized and administrative social management system is the key to solving the
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problems. Cities should establish a governance model which is under the leadership of
the Party committee, holds the government accountable , socially coordinated and that
features public participation. City governments should also establish mechanism for
public participation, improve innovations in of wigrant population. public service,
virtual social management throngh the Internet and management of migrant population.

The report explains the notion of “theme city”, i e. , managing the city by
using development of city main culture, advocating that city spirit is the soul of city
brand, city symbol is the concrete expression of the city brand, and the formation of
city brand is advancing process of city culture.

An index system is established based on five principles, including systematization ,
harmony, persistence, efficiency and diversity. Focusing on five indicators,
includuig environmental protection, ccosystem  conservation, resources saving,
environment-friendly society and social progress, the report points out that the
ecological city is a complex ecosystem that integrates natural harmony, social justice
and economic efficiency. As the quantitative symbol of an ecological city, the index
system can be used to evaluate urban ecological development and it should be an
important tool for ecological urban management.

The report also puts forward the idea of low-carbon development on urban
transportation construction against the background of ecological city. Building a
public transit-oriented comprehensive urban transportation system, especially an urban
rail system, is the best choice for realizing sustainable development of urban
transportation. This is possible only through effective guidauce from the government,
implementation of policies and laws and participation of the citizens. However, safe
operation of urban rail transportation is the key element. We need to form new ideas
of lifecycle systems, formulate concrete measures for implementation and assume
overall responsibility, enhance research, and improve training and education about

transport safety.
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
