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Abstract

The annual report on economic and social competitiveness of central China
(2012 ) compiled by the research center of central china economic and social
development in Nanchang University, which is a key research institute of humanities
and social sciences in Ministry of Education, is a blue book about research on
competitiveness of central China. It consists of five parts that are general report,
comprehensive evaluation, urban competitiveness evaluation, industry competitiveness
evaluation and enterprise competitiveness evaluation.

General report, as the pandect of this book, discusses problems around the
competitiveness of central China. On the macro level, it reveals and interprets the
competitiveness development tendency of Central China. Meanwhile, it summarizes and
expounds competitiveness of the urban, industries and enterprises of central China
respectively.

At the chapter comprehensive evaluation, it elaborates how to set up evaluation
index systems and evaluation models of economic and social competitiveness of central
China on the basis of the regarding economic sustainable development of central China as
mainline, carrying capacity of resources and environment protection as support,
innovation of science, education and culture as the impetus and safeguarding of people’s
livelihood as the goal. It carries on comprehensive evaluation research from the point of view
of competitiveness of economic development, resource environment, science, education and
culture as well as people’s livelihood guarantee. This chapter comparative analyzes
development tendency and accomplishes ranking of economic and social competitiveness in
six provinces of central China and thus the annual quantitative evaluation of the report and
the characteristics of regional contrastive analysis are embodied.

According to characteristic of development in cities of central China, the chapter
establishes evaluation index systems of urban competitiveness of central China and
completes exploration of comprehensive evaluation models of urban competitiveness,
which based on the E-TOPSIS method. Lastly, empirical analysis of “81district-settled
cities” in six provinces of central China is taken and these cities are evaluated and ranked

in terms of economic development, resources environment, basic infrastruct evaluated and
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ture and services, science and education, people’s livelihood as well as comprehensive
competitiveness.

Starting industry competitiveness evaluation part with analysis of industrial status quo
of central China, then we design the competitiveness’ evaluation index systems of the
primary, secondary and tertiary industries respectively according to their unique
characteristics through the establishment of industry competitiveness’ evaluation index
systems on the basis of connotation of industry competitiveness and some other related
theories. General speaking, the primary, secondary and tertiary industries are
agricultural industry, industrial industry and services industry. Agricultural industry is
regarded as the first sector in which agricultural production and animal husbandry are
typical examples. Industrial industry as the second sector mainly consists of food
processing industry, textile industry, chemical industry, pharmaceutical industry, non-
metallic mining industry, ferrous and nonferrous metals industry, electrical and
mechanical industry and electronics information industry. The third sector services
industry is mainly about tourism and cultural industry. During this chapter, we also
make a comment on industry competitiveness of six provinces of central China and
complete ranking of these regions in terms of industry competitiveness after establishment
of competitiveness evaluation models and empirical study. Apart from this, we put
forward some targeted and practical constructive policies and suggestions in the light of
problems faced during the process of industry development.

Enterprise competitiveness evaluation is the fifth part of this book. With the
Michael Porter’s National Diamond framework serving as the foundation, we formulate
regional enterprise competitiveness evaluation models according to the study on dual
connotations and attributes of regional enterprise competitiveness. This model principally
focused on “Three-dimensional” regions characterized by “Three Components and Six
Indications” in which “environment- capacity-potential” act as the three nuclear factors.
Meanwhile, taken national average as a benchmark, the vertical and horizontal
comparative study on regional enterprise competitiveness of six provinces of central
China is achieved by using of this model. Thus, countermeasures and suggestions are

put forward to improve enterprise competitiveness of central China.
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
