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Preface

After the success of the 1911 Revolution in 1911, the Republic of China (1912~1949) was established on
Jan. 1, 1912, while the Republic of China Postal Service (the Chinese Postal Service in short) came into being
then after. During the 38 years from 1912 to the eve of establishment of the People’ s Republic of China on
Oct. 1, 1949, the Chinese Postal Service issued definitive stamps of 59 sets, commemorative stamps of 29
sets, and special stamps of 3 sets. In addition, it also issued stamps of 36 sets of charity, postage due, air mail,

express, registration, parcel, military, and other stamps.

During the period of the Republic of China (1912-1949), the separatist warlords set up their own regimes
and staged civil wars frequently, which were coupled with the unbalanced political and economic development
and non-unified monetary systems among various provinces. In such chaos, the Chinese Postal Service issued
provincially restricted stamps from 1915 to ensure its postal income. By Sept. 1949, 15 provinces had issued

their stamps restricted for use in the special provinces.

The postage stamps of the Chinese Postal Service mirrored the then economic situation of the country.
The face values of the early stamps were in Silver yuan, and they changed td Fabi after the legal tender was
in circulation in Nov. 1935. From 1942, the price jumped, and the money devaluated with the impact of the
war, while the postage had to be readjusted constantly. The new stamps could not follow suit on press, so that
overprinted and surcharged stamps had to be issued in large quantities. After the victory over the Anti-Japanese
War, the currency inflation became increasingly fierce, and the face value of a stamp even reached as high as 5
million yuan in the legal tender by Jul. 1948. In Aug. the same year, the stamp face value had to be changed to
Gold yuan, and at that time 3 million Fabi yuan could only converted into 1 Gold yuan. But two months later,
the face value of a stamp jumped from 0.5 fen of Gold yuan to 5 million Gold yuan. By the time, the economy
of the country broke down completely, and the face value system of stamps could not continue whatever, so

that unit postage stamps and basic postage stamps in the name of Silver yuan had to be put into use.

During the period of the Republic of China (1912-1949), the Japanese imperialist carried out the policy
of aggression and expansion to China. After the Sept. 18 Incident in 1931, the regime of puppet Manchukuo
was set up in the three provinces of the northeast, and after the July 7 Incident in 1937, the regimes of puppet
North China, puppet Mengjiang, puppet National Government in Nanjing, and other puppet regimes were set
up in the large areas along the coasts and rivers of China. During the period, these puppet regimes also issued
their stamps, and they were outcomes and historical evidence of the Japanese imperialist to invade China. We

also included these stamps as an appendix in the catalogue.

The stamps of the Republic of China (1912-1949) are a part of China stamps. After the publications of
The Postage Stamp Catalogue of the People’s Republic of China, The Postage Stamp Catalogue of China’s
Liberated Areas, and The Postage Stamp Catalogue of China’s Qing Dynasty, our publishing house published
The Postage Stamp Catalogue of the Republic of China in Aug. 1990. These catalogues formed a complete

set for the reference of stamp lovers and philatelic researchers. Seven years later, along with the deepening



research of the stamps of the Republic of China (1912-1949), our publishing house invited Mr. Yang Yaozeng
to revise the edition, and its reprint was published as The Postage Stamp Catalogue of the Republic of China
(Revised Edition) in May 1998. The revised edition presented a lot of new features, such as more stamps were
included, the compiling style was changed for layout unification, some errors were corrected, the necessary
illustrations were added for differentiation of settings, the prices were revised, and brief tariffs were added for

the puppet Manchukuo, puppet Mengjiang, puppet North China, and puppet Central China posts.

Thirteen years have elapsed since the publication of the revised edition, and the readers’ demand to
the catalogue increased daily along with the maturing research of the stamps by the collectors at home and
abroad. On the occasion of the centenary of the 1911 Revolution, our publishing house revised and published
the catalogue again. The Postage Stamp Catalogue of the Republic of China(1912-1949) (2011 Edition) was

revised by Mr. Di Chaoying. To meet the demand of the new era and readers, we did works as follows:

1. The issuing dates for many stamps were revised according to the original files of the Republic of China

stamps in the collection of Nanjing No.2 Archives.

2. Some stamps were resorted, such as the stamps of R58, R59, and R62 in the original Catalogue were

entered into the part of stamps restricted for local use.

3. Photos for a great deal of stamps were updated. To facilitate the enjoyment and research work of our
readers, the original 32 mo catalogue changed to 16 mo one, and the illustrations for stamps were enlarged

relatively. To gain a high level of quality, the 2011 edition presented rescanned stamp illustrations.
4. All overprinted texts of overprinted stamps were specially featured for readability.

5. Photos for stamps of puppet regimes were added. The appendix in the original catalogue carried only

selections of puppet regime stamps, while the 2011 edition included all of them.

In compiling the catalogue, we were indebted to all sides for their energetic support and earnest help,
and we would like to convey our sincere thanks to all of them. Besides, though efforts were paid in the
compilation, errors and omissions in the catalogue were unavoidable for the limitation of our philatelic

knowledge, and we hope our readers to correct them.
