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Abstract

Elderly people were more susceptible to be in the poor risk
situation because of the physiological mechanism of older people
which decline gradually and losing their labor abilities which results
to low or loss of income. China has entered the aging society that the
elderly face serious problems of endowment and poverty, so it is
inevitable and necessary to build perfect old —age income support
system.

The book consists of ten chapters which was divided into three
parts. In the first part “the fairness in bottom line” is the angle of
view on exploring how to establish the old—age income support which
in theory explicates what kind of “fair” concept it is, as it is the
basis and starting point of innovation in an old —age income support
system.

In the second part, there is the evolution of Chinese old —age
income support system, and analysis of the current problems and
causes at first. Then core and the fundamental of avoiding the risk of
Chinese old —age income support is then summarized. Which is
followed by the construction of responsibility on the elderly income
support system in all levels of government, enterprise, family,
individual and other charitable institution that are discussed using the
game theory model. Lastly, the author looks for the determinants,
estimation of substitution rate level, prediction of fund demand and
expenditure of old—age income support level through empirical research

method of constructing model and collecting data by using the
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questionnaires.

In the third part, the author tries to explore how to eliminate the
system of “ fragmentation” impact to integrate the existing system
resources in the policy level. The process of elimination starts by
considering the two major objectives of the old —age income support
system of both income replacement and eliminating poverty which
tries to realize truly national “the fairness in bottom line” in the
field of redistribution of income. How to bring the non-—institutionalize
old —age income support into unifised security system, so as to
realize “ fairness in bottom line” in the field of redistribution of
income for all the people by the government public finance and
lastly. By bringing the non —institutionalize elderly income support

into unified security system that covers the elderly.
