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ABASTRTCT

The existing of human society needs power, and ideal and harmonious human
society needs civilized power. But how to speak well of your friends of your enemy
say nothing, and how to humor the development of history, make the primordial and
low — class power evolve to more high — class and caviled power, is always a political
problem that who holds the power must ponder, it is also a great practical question
that of Communist Party of China faced. In theory, in according to the keystone of
Marxism, the power must be in according with the economic foundation and the socie-
ty’ s needs. With the lash of reforming and opening or the economical global, China
has made so great changes in many areas, including politics, economy and cultures,
which requires traditional power turn to modern democratic power. Now, in practice,
China is in the key time of system changing, the deepest contradictions have bulged
out, such as the corruption, the lack of social sequences or the political hazard.

Politics
civilization is the key content of power civilization, constructing highly politics civili-
zation must use power civilization constructing as the start, because power civilization
is the basic factor and essential embodiment of politics civilization. None but promote
the level of power civilization, we can live up to power using for people, reins tying
to people, benefits bucking for people. The article use power civilization as visual
angle, with the combined of comparative, historical, political and ethical methods,
systemically analyze those basic questions, including how to constructing power civili-
zation with Chinese characteristic. at the same time, we try to put forward some inim-
itable and innovative considering, opinions and viewpoints, consequently develop the
research areas of political ethic, build the theory of political civilization of Chinese

characteristic. Simultaneity, basing upon Chinese realistic needs, the article try to
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provide some pertinent and exercisable proposes.

This essay includes six parts together, as following:

The first chapter makes out the questions. First, the author checks out the his-
torical power definition and compare the powerful definition between China and the
west. Then the author puts out lack of traditional power definition. Also the author
gives out clearly the definition of power. Second, from the beginning of power or the
eyes of “good” and “evil”, the author makes the powerful definition more clear.

The second chapter tries to analyze the definition of power civilization complete-
ly, with the expression of powerful definition, basic factors, and the central factors
and so on. In this section, the author tries to clearly define the concept of power civi-
lization and sufficiently demonstrate it, which provide a premise for the article’ s a-
nalysis. The author thinks the powerful civilization should include four factors, the
powerful subjective civilization; the powerful theoretical civilization: the power insti-
tution civilization and the powerful behavior civilization. The author wants to put the
powerful civilization on all of the people, working for the parole and supporting the
people behavior.

The third chapter compares the powerful civilization between China and the west
which is helpful for governors to strengthen the realization of the power civilization,
open our eyes and develop the construction of power civilization in China. This chap-
ter includes: Firstly, the theory and practice of powerful civilization in the west, in-
cluding safeguard citizen’ s rights, power’ s separating, democracy and law, con-
stitution and constitutional spirit, system design and system innovation. Secondly,
the scientific expression of Marxist power civilization; The third, the new develop-
ment of power civilization of the Communist Party of China, including the origin and
subject of power is people; the collocating of power of party, government and people
and the power’ s circulating system. The author refutes and analyses the powerful
civilization, and we should draws lesions from the definition of the power civilization
in the west, which is the only one choice for China.

The four chapter analyses the background between the China and the foreign
countries for the construction of powerful civilization, The author puts out five princi-
ples, including “making three into one” ; “ learning from the most” ; “developing
gradually” ; “definite government” and “social stabilization”.
