In 2005, a large excavation site of Zhou-dynasty cemetery was found in Liangdai Village, 7 kilometers away from the northeast
of the city of Hancheng, Shaanxi Province.

This
excavation was included into the Ten Archaeological Finds in China of the Year 2005, and the site was ranked as the Important
Cultural Heritage under the Protection of the Central Government in 2006. The Rui-State cemetery attracted wide attentions
from many walks of the society and to introduce its excavation fruits, the exhibition “Golden Age of the Rui State” is held in the
Shanghai Museum from 9" May to 12" August of 2012, It is not only an exhibition cooperated by the Shaanxi Archaeological
Institute, Hancheng Municipality and Shanghai Museum, but also enlisted as one of a series exhibitions of Shanghai Museum
to celebrate its 60" Anniversary.
