95 Maijor finds at Qinglongzhen from 2010 to 2012 (By the Archaeological Dept. of Shanghai Museum)

The site of Qinglongzhen is now located at Baihezhen, Qingpu District of Shanghai. The township was first established in the
5th year of Tianbao Reign (AD746) in the Tang dynasty. It was a well-known water village and the earliest harbor for exports in
Shanghai. Good location and well-developed shipping conditions made it the earliest town for foreign trades. From November
2010 to January 2011, the Department of Archaeology of the Shanghai Museum has made an investigation and excavation on
the site of Qinglongzhen.

Buddhist theme  (By Hu Jialin)
Among Mr. Lloyd Costsen’s donated mirrors to the Shanghai Museum, there is a mirror cast with the inscription “PiCEHKFF”
and lotus motif. His mirror collection was once exhibited in the Huntington Library, San Marino of California. In this exhibition
catalogue, this mirror was dated the Tang dynasty. Mr. Guolong Lai, assistant professor of College of Fine Arts at the University
of Florida verifies with new proofs that it was made in the Liao dynasty. However, according to the writer's examination, some
mirrors bear linear motifs of a period different from its first casting. Therefore, a further study needs to be made on its time-
related features, contents and themes.
