I would like to take this opportunity to extend my thanks to the
whole Beijing Olympic Organising Committee (BOCOG) staff, and in
particular its President, Liu Qi, for their ceaseless efforts and
outstanding work towards the 2008 Games, with the support of the
Chinese authorities and Chinese people. They continue to show their
commitment to hosting the Games which will not only be of a very
high quality, but will also be where the peoples of China and the
world will be enriched through cultural exchange, celebrating the
strength and power of the Olympic values such as excellence,
friendship and respect.
