Preface for Rivers and Mountains in Jiaozuo

Each river or mountain is beautiful and has its own beauty, for example, Taishan
Mountain is grand, Huashan Mountain is precipitous, Huangshan Mountain is peculiar, and
Guilin is elegant, and Zhangjiajie boasts great peaks and Jiuzhaigou boasts the pretty rivers,
and so on and on. For China, there are many long rivers and various mountains with
wonderful sceneries. Jiaozuo, however, is famous for its canyon, the rare and great ones
among the gorge scenes.

Located in the Central China’s Henan Province, Jiaozuo is at the southern foot of
Taihang Mountain and the northern bank of Huanghe River, and is one of the tourist cities
newly established in China. With the natural features, Jiaozuo boasts the famous and
beautiful rivers and mountains integrating both the grandeur and elegance. The 800—li
Taihang Mountain winds from the north to the south and to the Central China and stops at
Jiaozuo abruptly, so a series of great peaks and cliffs are created here with many deep and
quiet canyons and valleys. The southern part of Taihang Mountain features many high
ridges and peaks, and vales and gullies in length and breadth, demonstrating the typical
karst landform. As the unique rift valley in the Southeast Asia, it is like the valuable
geological treasury and has the collection of clear rivers and green mountains worth reading
for many times.

With the arrival of the new turn of tourism in the new century, Jiaozuo has wakened
its rivers and mountains from dreams and unveiled its mystery and attractive beauties to the
outside world. Along its pretty valleys with the rivers and mountains adding the glory to
each other, there are more than hundred canyons, with the five landscape canyon scenic
areas (Yuntai Mount, Shennong Mount, Qingtian River, Qinglong Canyon and Fenglin
Canyon) having developed already, and each has its own features. Yuntai Mount has a lake
linking with three gorges; Zhuyu Peak stands high in the clouds, with mountains and
gorges surrounding, looking like a blooming lotus flower; Quanpu Gorge is famous for both
its waterfall and spring with multiple springs cutting in the rocks and crashing against
cliffs, where you can enjoy the beautiful music played by such natural instruments; you can
also enjoy the waterfall at Yuantai, with the fall more than 300m—hanging at the high and
steep cliff, great, powerful, showing the heartquake; Feicui Gorge has many founts,
waterfalls and ponds—enjoyable, pleasant and attractive; Hongshi Gorge shows its red cliff
and clear water, with deep gully and narrow vale—tranquil, great and colorful; Shennong
Valley has the valley amidst the mountains and the peaks amidst the valley. Baisong
Maintain is in decumbence between the cloughs, looking like a great dragon in clouds or like
the naturally created Great Wall, with many beautiful white pines looking like the pretty
dancers, offering the attractive scenes to the visitors. Fenglin Gorge has the lake at higher
position, with waters encircled in mountains and the inverted image of mountains on the
water surface, with the excellence and elegance and natural beautiful features, where



tourists can enjoy the changeable clouds on the lake and admire the pond whiled walking on
the ridge. Qinglong Canyon embraces the naturally created 9 linking waterfalls, with the
virginal mystery, where the tourists can walk along the steps to the tranquility and various
sceneries—font, pond, waterfall, brook, gully, vale, ridge, cave and rock. Danhe Canyon
links Henan and Shanxi, acting as the traffic fort since the ancient time, with the important
position in military and the .winding and long paths, where the tourists can trace its proud
history, and enjoy its perilous peaks and high ridges at its both banks, the ancient village
and castles amid it; its Qingtian River scenic area boasts the attractions of river and
mountains, with the verve like the Three Gorges on Changjiang River, where the tourists
can appreciate both the natural and human sceneries. Jiaozuo enjoys different beautiful
sceneries at different seasons, the tourists can enjoy the various sceneries in four seasons—the
flowers in the spring, the river and mountains in the summer, the red leaves in the autumn
and ice and snow in the winter. The rivers and mountains in Jiaozuo have the boundless
charm, demonstrating the heartquake of grand attractions, where the tourists can appreciate
the colorful and pretty and forgettable beauties.

The charming rivers and mountains in Jiaozuo fostered many historic celebrities, such
as Han Yu, Li Shangyin, Sima Yi, Zhu Zaiyu, Xu Heng and so on, and Jiaozuo has the
rich historical and cultural heritages. In this place, the ancient “7 Celebrities at Bamboo
Grove” made friends and traveled, enjoyed wines, sang in high spirit, practiced the sword
and had discussions; Cao Cao marched to the Taihang from here, composing poems such as
the Hard Trip (Ku Han Xing), sighing with regret for the “zigzagging difficult path in
maintains”; on the way to Zhuyu Peak, Wang Wei missed his family and composed his poem
including this sentence on festive occasions more than ever one thinks of one’s dear ones far
away; and the “prince in common clothes” Zhu Zaiyu did not long for the position as
emperor and indulged into the rivers and mountains and turned to the swing instead and
created his great masterpiece; Chen Wangting was inspired by the verve of river and
mountain and created the Taiji quan (shadowboxing), the miraculous and wonderful in the
world. All these have added more glories to Jiaozuo.

A true man loves the mountains and a wise man loves the rivers, and the mountains
and rivers have delivered and will deliver their inspirations and messages to us. The longing
and love for rivers and mountains of our human beings are indefinite and endless. The
mountains and rivers nurture the art and the art expresses and describes the mountains and
rivers, and both the art and mountains and rivers will please our souls fond of the love for
beauty. Being lucky to have such rivers and mountains in Jiaozuo, and to have the love for
