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Abstract

Zheng Shi Yi Wen Zhi is the important information to grasp the
literature of one generation, it founded of Han Shu Yi Wen Zhi which
compiled according to Qi Lue by Ban gu in Dong Han Dynasty, this
book basically retained the general situation of national books
collection and academic performance which reflected in Qi Lue, it is
also the first catalogue book in existence in China and occupies an
important position of Chinese catalogue history. After the Xi Han
Dynasty, since the Dong Han Dynasty, San Guo, Jin Dynasty,
Northern and Southern Dynasties, until the Sui Dynasty, because of
the change of political power, social unrest and books dissipation in
serious condition, which lead to none Yi Wen Zhi compiled in official
history to record the general situation of national books collection
between the 600 years. Until Tang Dynasty, Wei Zheng compiled Sui
Shu Jing Ji Zhi to pack up the literature before the Tang Dynasty.
This book is also the most important Zheng Shi Yi Wen Zhi after the
Han Shu Yi Wen Zhi. Then there had been several Zheng Shi Yi Wen
Zhi, such as Jiu Tang Shu Jing Ji Zhi and Xin Tang Shu Yi Wen Zhi

which are the descriptions of the literature of Tang Dynasty, Song Shu
Yi Wen Zhi which reflected the literature of Song Dynasty and Ming
Shi Yi Wen Zhi which reflected the writings of Ming Dynasty.
However, during this period in the other official histories such as Jiu
Wu Dai Shi ,Xin Wu Dai Shi, Liao Shi, Jin Shi and Yuan Shi there
are no Yi Wen Zhi compiled for various reasons. Therefore, there are
only six Yi Wen Zhi in the Twenty — Four Official Histories, resulting
in the books record pretermission. To make up for this loss, people
began to supplement the Zheng Shi Yi Wen Zhi. Historians carried out
this work systematically in the early Qing Dynasty and flourished after
the Jia Dao period, the academic ethos has been stretching to the
early years of the Republic of China for about 100 *years. This
systematical great work has made important contributions to organize
Chinese cultural heritage so that our two millennia of Shi Zhi
catalogue system can be integrated. Not only that, the methods of the
catalogue writing that summed up and accumulated in the process of
supplementing Zheng Shi Yi Wen Zhi still have an important
bibliography reference for current research, so packing up and
studying the Bu Shi Yi Wen Zhi is one of the important topics in the
field of catalogue study. Today, we backdate this catalogue
development process, sum up its features and value, it is undoubtedly
a very meaningful thing.

The research of Bu Shi Yi Wen Zhi is a weak link in today’ s
academia, the study of Bu Shi Yi Wen Zhi by previous scholars only
to introduce the development process and the characteristics of Bu Shi
Yi Wen Zhi, or only to analysis a certain Bu Shi Yi Wen Zhi written

for one dynasty or by one historian, there is nearly no comprehensive
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study of it. In fact, the work of writing Bu Shi Yi Wen Zhi lasts a long
time and produces a lot of rich outcomes, Wang Zhongmin evaluates it
“caused a small genre in the catalogue” in his Ordinary
Bibliography. So we need not only a comprehensive and systematic
grasp of the development of Bu Shi Yi Wen Zhi, and also have to find
out the type, classification features, institutional structure and other
aspects of Bu Shi Yi Wen Zhi, so as to dig out the great value of Bu
Shi Yi Wen Zhi in catalogue study and ancient cultural history study.
This paper strengthen the research on the basis of previous studies on
this issue. The article divides the development process of Bu Shi Yi
Wen Zhi into five stages,such as founding, formation, development,
climax and ending, then analyses the reasons of its development
process from the political, economic, cultural system and the
academic ideas in Qing Dynasty. And then classifies the different
types of Bu“Shi Yi Wen Zhi. In the following parts of this paper,
analyses the content and features of classification system, the genus

setting and institutional structures. At last, analyses the value and the

shortage of Bu Shi Yi Wen Zhi.
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
