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Abstract

Shanghai Media Development Report (2013 ) is on the theme of Public
Communication and Social Construction, elaborating the media developments in
Shanghai this year, focusing on the important public events and interpreting the media
policies, as well as analyzing the urgency and necessity of improving the public
communication system, holding the communication heights and constructing the
harmonious society from the perspective of social governance and media development.
The book is focused on the interaction between communicative activities and social
construction/development, thereby to discuss the complexed relations among media
system, communication practices and communicative effects, to pay close attention to
the ways media articulate with social construction and functions of media during the
social transformation in which the social identity and value are in the making, and to
provide some suggestion for the media development and governance in Shanghai.

The book is composed of the 5 parts including the general report, hot topics, media
reforms, media regulations and media industry. The general report retrospects and concludes
the major achievements by Shanghai media in 2012, explains the theories and practices on
public communication and its relations with social construction, and finally points out some
ways to promote the influences of media. Hot topics focus on the guidance of public
opinions, Weibo as the rising new media, and governmental news releasing, especially the
challenges from cyber news/making, communication mechanics of public opinions once
ushering in the era of new media, which are all now significant to the Shanghai Municipal
Government. Media regulation is mainly about the public communication and
communication heights including governmental communication, news releasing, media
governance modes, with an attempt to discuss the discursive power and heights in the new
communicative context. Media industry places emphasis on the media system and its
renovation, media ecology and management, with the typical case studies within SMG.

Now is the crucial time for the social transformation and structural adjustment, so it
is high time for media to improve the public communication and build up the multiple
governance. To seize the communication heights, better communication effects and
promote identification through media should constitute how media articulate with and

participate in social construction in the near future.
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
