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Abstract

Achieving the overall joint, growth pole drive and level advancement are the key issues
of the development, either in China overall economic level or in regional economic level.
The Beijing-Tianjin-Hebei metropolis circle is the core area and an important engine of eco-
nomic development in Circum-Bohai-Sea region. To achieve a new round of China’s devel-
opment , it needs tracking its trajectory and explaining its development mechanism.

Regional economic gradient development depends on industrial structure optimization,
coordination and innovation strategy. The rise of the Beijing-Tianjin-Hebei metropolis circle
extends the industrial chain and upgrades the industrial level to drive Midwest China devel-
opment through breeding and developing new industries, with the industry independent in-
novation as the guide. This book analyses the coordination barrier of provincial and munici-
pal administrative planning, management system and policy mechanisms in Beijing- Tianjin-
Hebei to explicate the effect of system reform and government cooperation on regional pareto
improvement and regional coordination and complementarity.

Regional integration is the core of the regional economic development. The economic
integration of the Beijing- Tianjin- Hebei metropolis circle is at the exploratory stage and
develops rapidly. But the differences between Beijing-Tianjin and Hebei always exist and
continue to expand. Polarization effect is stronger than the diffusion effect. This book analy-
ses the causes and the cumulative effect of the differences. It says that improving inter-re-
gional trade freedom, market integration, the main organization and appropriate compensa-
tion mechanism are the main ways to implement the regional economic integration.
