This research finds that Earthquake Relief and Post-disaster Reconstruction
and PAD are not only the collection of political behavior, organizational
behavior and individual behavior, but also the interrelated social policy
system. Through the positive interaction between the external and internal,
the aims are to build a reconstruction platform, in which, government,
market, social (community and social organizations), and the villagers can
participate in. Their basic effort is to restore and rebuild the society order.
In this process, many policies and much resources were applied to rural
area. How did these policies work? Which “habit” effects these policies? Are
there tension or difference, even conflict between “up” and “down”,“inside”
and “outside”? If there are, what did they do to deal with?

The study select Luojiazui Village as a case. Using social research
methods, we want to tell a story in rural society , answer these above
questions, peek rural practice logic and its impact of the state renewal
policy, and provide a window to understand micro-operation of the policy,
and understand what, how and why it happened, and what will happen.
