® common words that have a lot of different meanings in English, such as
take, at and better.

® words that are used with particular prepositions, for example look for and
look after; made from, made of and made out of.

® common ‘false friends’ : English words that look similar to words in other
languages, but have different meanings.

You will also find information on which uses are more suitable for formal

English (for example, when writing essays) and which ones are more
suitable for informal English (for example, when writing emails or in

In addition, there are notes on British English and
American English.
