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Abstract

This book aims to research the entrepreneurial activity in the view of
social capital. Firstly, it uses the qualitative method to analyse how the
social capital impacts on private capital entrepreneurship and
entrepreneurial risk. Secondly, with taking the social capital as an
intermediary variable, this paper discusses the relationship among
entrepreneurial main body, social capital, entrepreneurial capacity,
entrepreneurial strategy and entrepreneurial performance.

In qualitative research, the first is to discuss the impact of social
capital on entrepreneurial behavior of private capitalin in—depth inductive
analysis. This paper explores the role of the social capital of private capital
to entrepreneurial behavior from two angles, which are private capital
entrepreneur’s identification and utilization of entrepreneurial opportunities,
and venture capital financing. Secondly, based on the validity of the
regulation of social capital, the regulatory role of social capital in the
venture effect is discussed. Through a summary of the traditional
entrepreneurial performance analysis framework, an entrepreneurial
performance and risk analysis framework is put forward based upon social
capital’s regulation. Using this analysis framework, the regulatory role of
social capital in various ventures is discussed.

In the quantitative study, I proposed 8 first—level suppositions and 59

second—level suppositions; and then used 184 data samples gained by on—
site investigation, to carry the real diagnosis examination of all
suppositions. Firstly, I constructed the structural equation model from the
hidden variable’s angle; the real diagnosis examination supported 6 first—
level suppositions. The inspection findings indicated that the
entrepreneurial mainbody attribute to the social capital, the entrepreneurial
capacity has remarkable influence on entrepreneurial performance as well
as the entrepreneurial strategy on entrepreneurial performance; the
entrepreneurial mainbody on the entrepreneurial capacity, the social
capital on the entrepreneurial strategy, the social capital on the
entrepreneurial performance do not have markable infuence. The supposition
that the pioneer’s social capital has remarkable influence on entrepreneurial
capacity was not supported by the examination. Then, using the sampled
data through investigation, taking the observed variable structural equation
model as the foundation, I carried on quantitative examination to all 59
second—level suppositions. Altogether 37 second—level suppositions earned
the real diagnosis examination’s support. The suppositions that mainbody’s
culture has remarkable influence on the capital storage quantity, the
mainbody’s age existences remarkable influence on the entrepreneurial
scale, the entrepreneurial scale existences remarkable influence on
entrepreneurial performance, and so on 18 second—level suppositions have
earned the support. In the inspection level 0.1, the suppositions that the
mainbody’s gender existences remarkable influence on the social capital
use, the mainbody’s age existences remarkable influence to mainbody’s
activity ability, and so on 9 second —level suppositions have earned
support. And other 10 suppositions that does not have remarkable influence

between variables have earned support.
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Finally, I have summaried the main conclusions, and proposed some
suggestions to improve entrepreneurial performance. Some research
deficiencies have been pointed out, and then I have forecasted the

research works in future.
