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Abstract

This paper is aimed at, with the help of quantitative analysis
for the operating benefit of China’s industrial economy, fully
grasping the operating conditions of China’s overall and regional
industrial economy as well as that of different industries. On this
basis, this paper will also put forward some suggestions to improve
the benefit of the industrial economy.

The first three chapters of this paper construct the basis of this
study. First, it reviews the related literature at home and abroad in
the realm of benefit and efficiency of industrial economy. Secondly,
it summarizes the development of China’s industrial economy and the
existing problems. Thirdly, it introduces the research methods, and
on this basis put forward a comprehensive evaluation method based
on economic and social benefits. It also build an evaluation index
system, with the following as analysis index: the contribution rate of
total assets of industrial enterprises, ratio of profits to cost, asset—
liability ratio, turnover of current assets, capital appreciation rate,
product sales rate, employment elasticity, income elasticity, R&D
input.

In chapter 4, this paper analyses the overall operating benefit of
China’s industrial economy. By using the Principal Component
Analysis (PCA) method of SPSS19.0, it studies the overall operating
benefit of China ’s industrial economy in the years from 2001 to
2009, and gets the evaluation value. As a whole, China’s industrial

economic operating benefit is obviously improved; the industrial
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economy operates in a relatively safe area and tends to be more
mature and steady, but its benefit is fluctuating. It also finds out
that, the main factors affecting China’s industrial economy overall
operating benefit are international economic environment —especially
the 2008 global financial crisis, the government policy and the
analysis index.

In chapter 5, 6 & 7, it evaluates the industrial economic
operating benefit from the perspective of overall, regional and
different industries respectively. It suggests that whether from the
vertical, or from the horizontal comparison there are significant
differences in the operating benefits among different regions and the
change trend is uncertain. In the same region, the annual fluctuation
is very significant and the impact of international financial crisis in
different regions exist significantly. There is also a great difference in
the impact of the international financial crisis on the different
industries. The decisive factor of the operating benefit in different
industries is the industry attribute: the mining and monopoly
industries. Besides, the main factors that affect the regional
industrial economic operating benefit include the central and local
government policies, the international financial crisis, target
orientation of local government, the factor endowments and the
change of the analysis index itself. While, the main factors that
affect the operating benefit in different industries include the
international financial crisis, government industrial policy, industrial
properties, technological progress, law of industrial development
and the change of the analysis index itself.

In the last chapter, this paper summarizes the conclusions and
puts - forward some corresponding suggestions to improve the
comprehensive operating benefit of China’s industrial economy. It
suggests that the trend of China’s industrial economic operating
benefit is rising and fluctuating, and the overall operating benefit

is affected by the international financial crisis and government
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policies ; the regional operating benefit is influenced significantly by
regional disparities and the target orientation of local government;
the operating benefit in different industries is affected by industry
differences and R&D. This paper also believes that, in order to
further improve the overall economic benefit of China’s industrial
economy, the following measures must be taken. 1. Utilize
resources more reasonable and optimize the regional industrial
structure. 2. Increase the investment in R&D. 3. Draw up more
scientific (policies to lead the development of regional industrial
economy to be more coordinately. 4. Transform the mode of industrial
growth and focus on comprehensive benefit growth. 5. Strengthen the

infrastructure of industrial market both home and abroad.
