Analysis of the Welfare Thoughts in Contemporary China

[ Abstract] Chinese social developing process was observed through exploring the chan-
ging of welfare thoughts or value. Welfare thoughts in China now are not the simple transplant
of the Western welfare concept, to a large extent, that is a new stage of the history evolving of
Chinese welfare concept.
