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During the economic globalization, trade and investment integration and international in-
dustrial transfer, the resource allocation, manufacturing process and product exchange are in-
creasingly globalized, strengthening the relations between the industrial developments in differ-
ent countries. The change of a country’s industrial structure has an obvious opening characteris-
tic in the economic and industrial structure systems around the world. Based on the theoretical
and empirical studies, quantitative and qualitative methods, this book investigates the industrial
structures of ASEAN — 5 courtiers namely Indonesia, Malaysia, Philippines, Singapore and
Thailand, under the conditions of open economy. The book consists of the following seven chap-
ters.

Chapter One is the introduction. It contains the major theme of the research, domestic and
foreign literatures, research method and analysis framework.

Chapter Two and Chapter Three present the industrial structure theory under the open econ-
omy, and then discuss the opening and interactions of industrial structure between countries in
the open economy. We also analyze three transmission mechanisms: international trade, inter-
national direct investment, international technology transfer and spillover and one vehicle: mul-
tinational corporation.

Chapter Four analyzes the economic development process and industrial structure in the
ASEAN -5. By studying their industrial structure and employment structure, this thesis sug-
gests that the production structure has been optimized and upgraded in the process of industriali-
zation postwar in the ASEAN -5, but the employment structure and the production structure are
still imbalance, and the changes of the employment structure lag the changes of the production

structure.
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Chapter Five discusses the reasons of industrial structural changes in the ASEAN -5 under
the open economy. Based on the evolution of industrial structure, this book studies the industri-
al structure upgrading of the ASEAN -5 from the aspects of international trade, FDI, interna-
tional technology transfer and spillovers using related data and indexes.

Chapter Six analyzes the industrial structure of the ASEAN -5 by using empirical methods.
Structural Vector Auto — regression (SVAR) model was used to analyze the relevance between
merchandise trade and industrial structure. Structural Stability Test with Multiple Regime Shifts
and correlation test were employed to analyze the relations between service trade and industrial
structure. We also explore the relevance between FDI and industrial structure by using Granger
causality Tests.

Chapter Seven is the conclusion, and some suggestions to the adjustment and the improve-

ment of the industrial structure in China are proposed.
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
