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Introduction

ENGLIsH 300®, an English language course for beginners of all ages (children and adults),
contains material specially designed to meet the requirements of primary, junior, and senior
levels in the People’s Republic of China. The whole study program consists of textbooks,
workbooks, teacher manuals, audiocassettes, videocassettes, and television lessons.

ENGLIsH 300® takes its name from the 300 “base sentences” presented in the six textbooks.
Each base sentence introduces a key structure in English. The sentences are numbered
consecutively throughout the six textbooks, from base sentence “1”” in Book 1 through base
sentence “300” in Book 6. These sentences cover the basic grammar structures and a basic
vocabulary of the English language.

The series is a spoken language course; that is, the objective of ENGLISH 300® is to provide
students the opportunity to develop and acquire practical conversation skills that will enable
them to communicate in English. To achieve this objective, learning tasks have been divided
between the textbooks and workbooks: Books 1 to 6, with 12 hours of accompanying audio
and video recordings, concentrate exclusively on the development of oral-aural skills
(understanding and speaking); and Workbooks 1 to 6 concentrate mainly on activities
involving the written language (reading and writing).

The EncLisH 300® series furnishes students all of the tools they need to learn to speak and
understand English —textbooks, workbooks, audiocassettes, videocassettes. These tools are
valuable and important, but, unfortunately, there is nothing “magical” about them. In the end,
success in achieving the objectives of the course will depend on the interest, determination,
and hard work of each individual student.

In publishing this first complete edition of ENGLISH 300®, we want to acknowledge with
special thanks the continuing cooperation and assistance of the Qingdao Municipal Education
Commission, whose leaders in August 1990 provided the original impetus for development
of the course; the cooperation and assistance of the Dalian Education Commission, the Putuo
and Nanshi Education Commisssions, and the Qingdao Education Commission in sponsoring
ENcGLIsH 300® summer teacher workshops; the cooperation and assistance of the Education
Department Staff of China Central Television (CCTV) in reviewing and finalizing ENGLISH
