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Abstract

The book consists of twenty articles about grammar that are
divided into three groups. The eight articles in the first group
are about structure, syntax and semantics, and belong to the
static research -of grammar regarding language as a semiotic
system. The eight articles in group two explore some problems
on the speech in the communication process, that is, the
grammar on passing information (communication). The other
four articles in the third group are about the illustration of the
object, method and the idea of grammar criticism on the
materials of grammar research, that is, the theoretical study on
grammar.

The book for the first time proposes the following theories
and the thoughts; 1. Subject-predicate, verb-object, attribute-
head, verb--complement and some other such types are the
comprehension pattern on grammar. 2. When an attribute and
an adverbial appear before a head, they may be used at different
levels. They determine the part of speech of the head when used
at the inner level; and they determine the usage of the head when
used at the outer level. 3. Sentence is the speech diachronic chain
that consist of the order of information. 4. The grammar should
be composed of form-combination-grammar, semantic--
interpretation--grammar and information-passing-grammar. To
certain extent, they reflect the depth of study and theory pursuit

of modern Chinese grammar in the 1980s’ and 1990s’.
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
