A new world order is not only shaped by the balance of
power among major global powers, but also results from their
rivalries for dominance. Any significant adjustment of interna-
tional structure comes with a series of races, which to a great
degree determines the new world order.

The following 20 years is the most crucial period for each
country. Although all countries are warming up for next centu-
ry, only those with geopolitical advantages can grow into the
most powerful. The Midland occupies the superior positions to
develop an all-round dominance. Among those Midland coun-
tries, only China can turn geopolitical advantages into realistic
power to balance sea and land powers. So in sum;Center-China
Plains controlled, China led;

China controlled, the Midland led;

the Midland controlled, the world led.

The structure of world powers are forming four levels of
geopolitical spheres, that is the the Super-Sphere with US lead-
ership, the Dominant-Sphere of China, Russia, Japan and Ger-
many, and the Self-Initiative-Sphere and the Subordinate-
Sphere. Targeting at influencing and infiltrating other coun-
tries, the Super-Sphere incurs sharp controversies with the oth-
er three Spheres, which gradually narrows his room for ma-
noeuvre before eventually turning himself into an equivalent of
the Dominant-Sphere countries.

The Dominant-Sphere countries have the largest room and
